4. Cancer (THE 'CRAB-#do San)

This is the fourth sign of the Zodiac.
When Hercules was fighting with a,dnai.ke
in the Liernaean Marsh this crab caught
hold of hisfoot and in commemoration
of this,Juno placed it in the sky. Cancer
is the star which marks the southern
claw of the crab. This constellation ig
easily distinguished by the historic
group of stars called Praesepe, in the
midst of a waste rather void of stars.

Przsepe in Cancer is altogether a more

effective group, one which should be
looked at through a telescope with a
low power and large field. ,

5. Leo (THE LION-ail@8e)

This group of stars looks like a lion
with its head lifted up. The front six

stars of Lieg form a sickle (or the re-

flection of an interrogation mark). The
lowest star of the sickle is called Regulus
(@ae). The star at the lion’s tail is De-
nebola (2@e). According to Roman Fa-
ble this was the Jion which haunted the
forest of Nemea and which was finally
killed by Hercules.

6. Virgo (THE VIRGIN-® 7))

Astrea, the virgin daughter of the king
of Arcadia was compelled to flee from
earth by the wickedness of mankind,

- the ‘Ankaraland’ and ‘Gondavanaland’. -

The Mediterranean sea was known at that
time under the name *‘Tythis’ and it was
situated in the middle of these continents.
South India, South Africa, Madagascar,
Ceylon, South America, Antarctic and

~ Australia were parts of Gondavanaland.

If we examine the fauna ofj the Gonda-
vana mountains of Bihar, Bengal and

-~ Uttar Pradesh, we can see a similarity

in them with the fauna of the Karoo
mountains of S. Africa, Carbonacions of
Australia and San Katharyna of S. Ame-
rica.It is an indisputable fact that Ceylon
once formed part of India. The Adam’s
bridge is nothing, but a line of moun-

tains which joins the Western Ghats with
the Petrodalagala mountains of Ceylon.

But according to geognosy, Gondavana
land and Ankaraland became united again
due to some geothermic operations and
the Alps and the Himalayas sprung
up in the place of the ‘Tythis’ river.
The famous explorer, General Sir R
Strachey mentioned that he had seen.
at 16400 feet in Himalayas, limestone
which contained the relics of some
oceanic animals. This fact proves that
Himalayas has its origin from the ocean.
Himalayasis still growing and it is almost
impossible to calculate its exact stage of

growth. Seismologists opine that until
tho Himalaya mountain has attained its
full growth,there will be frequent 'quakes
in Hindustan plateau and in the neigh-
bourhood of Himalayas. Southern India
experiences no serious 'quake havoes be-
cause it is a part of the (tondavanaland,
“The few tremors we experience here are
but the faint echoes of the violent dis-
turbances of the distant North. Places
in Indian subcontinent where 'quake
havoes ravage with the utmost severity are
. Cutch, Baluchistan, Hindustan plateau
and Assam.

The most famous of all the ’quakes
that had taken place at Cutch was that
of 16th Jan., 1819. Kven though Cutch
was the origin of this severe havoc, the
entire India was affected by this. The
450 year old mosgne of Sultan Mohammed
in Allahabad was razed to the ground in
a second. It was reported that 2,000 people
were destroyed in asmall place ‘Bhuj’.

In Baluchistan also there have been
frequent havocs. The Quebta 'quake of
31t May 1925 lives in our memory and
will live for ever in our memory because
it took a toll of 25,000 lives. One hun-
dred thousand square miles of land was

laid waste.
Hindustan plateau is the favourite play-

ing ground for earth quakes. The Bil
enrth quake of 15th Jan. 1934 wgg t}ar
most violent and destructive of 4 tl;:
Hindustan 'quakes. In Bihar and Nepg,
alone there was a destruction of 10 (g
lives due to this havoc. ’

Assam also gets frequent attention fron,
the demon of earth quake. The Kutchar
incident of 10th January 1869 was of con.
giderable evil consequence. But the most
furious and turbulent 'quake was that of
12th Juno 1897. Numerous buildings
at Shillong, Golpara, etc., completely
tumbled down. The devastation caused
by the recent earth quake of Assam
of 24th Sept., 1950 was crippling. Over
12,000 houses were damagedin North
Lakhimpur subdivision alone including
more than 2,000 granaries.

Although earth quakes are unpredict-

* able and unpreventable, the Government

and the people can do alot in minimising
the evil effects once they have happened.
In the fizht azainst exrth  quakes Japan
and Arnerica are taking vo risks. They
run many Geological research centres.
The Universities of California and Tokyo
teach Geology as a cowmpnlsory subject.
North India, which is almost as wuch
affected by earth quakes as Japan would
do well to follow that example.

Hence it is an evident contradiction for
Marx to assume that his own fruitful in-
terpretations in terms of metaphysical
notions (which is the product of abstract
thought) derived from a study of logical
process and Dot of material, have any
bearing upon the passage of events.

Had human history been following the
strict dialectical way, the events therein
would have been predictable. The appli-
cation of Marxian dialectic fails to explain
with adequate reason the thousand chance
occurrences which have deflected the
course of history. Bertrand Russel in his
«Freedom and Organization” makes this
point very clear by striking-illustrations.
Hesays: 1f Henry VIII did not fall inlove
with Anne Bolyne,the UnitedStates would
not now exist. For, it was owing to this
event that the English broke with Papacy
and therefore did not acknowledge Pope’s
gift of Awmerica to Spain and Portugal.
If England had remained Catholic 1t 18
probable that what is now the United

~States would have been part of Spanish

America.

The formula of dialectic asserts that
development of events occur through the
synthesis of contraries. The synthesis it-
self is more developed than the contraries
from which it springs. This inevita-
bility of progress is not suggested by
recorded history at all. Russel states:
«“The examples of decay and retrogression
are at least as pumerous and as important
in history as the examples of development.
The opposite view which appears on the
works of Marx and Engels is nothing but
Ninteenth century optimism.” t,The
promise of the victory of Communism over
the evils of Capitalisiz, after their conflict
may well turn out to be the retrogression
of humanity to barbarism. Though

Marx's OWD optimism could discern onl
progress by the dialectical process, y,
biassed minds have warned us of g pos:
sible decay and retrogression Unprece.
dented in the history of mankind after ,
possible open rift between Capitalismapg
Communism. Moreover Marx’s own illys.
tration that slave owning societies gave
way to Feaudalism which in its turn
yielded to Capitalism and Capitalism will
have to give place to Communism is no
convincing. Slave owning soclety may he
best represented asa less developed form of
feaudalism but not its contrary. Feauda-
lism may be received as less developed
Caritalism but never its opposite. Again
to say thab Capitalism, being developedin
the dialectical way is a synthesis ol what
is valuable on the feaudalistic and slave
owning phases of the society will be with
out any significant sense.

However much Marx will stress the
point, that in the Communuist classless
society there will cease class struggles
and consequent revolutions, the magni-
ficent creation of his subtle mind becomes
an informidable riddle, where Marx
envisages social evolutions on it, even
which can be realised only in the dialecti-
cal way, by means of the motive force of
class antagonisms. It is difficult to ccl
ceive how on Marx's premises, political
and social evolution can contimue ab all
when once the division between classes
has disappeared as the opposition of con-
traries ceases to exist on such a society

To hold with Marx that all the varios
e'ements which go to make up our cul-
tural life and institutions of sociey’
ethical, religious, lezal and aesthetic
are the byproducts of the fund:n:nental
economic structure of society, will b€ ¥
cast off the sense of values regardivg
all those we hold sacred.

This means, a quantity of matter of mass
‘0294 has disappeared in this transfor-
mation.

The problem is how to produce such a
high temperature. That must certataly
be done by exploding an ordinary stom
bowb. Though the actual constraetion

- of the bomb is kept a very great secret,
We can more or less guess what the form
should be. There should be the atom
bomb in the centre, surrounding which

. there should be solid heavy hydrogen
mixed with ordinary hydrogen. This
will be covered by a heat wsulating ma-
terial and the whole thing will be
wrapped in s strong steel cover.

When the atom bomb in the centre
explodes, the heat produced converts the
bydrogen to helium.
