Environmenta! crises in India are coming to a head. Those who have, upto now, been
entrusted with the management of our country are being increasingly accused by some, of
betraying the trust of the people. To run a complicated machine such as the Indian sub-continent
needs highly qualified persons. The most suitable examples of the crisises are the three major

dam projects which have come into the limelight in the past few months - the Tehri dam in

the Himalayas, the Narmada Project which encompases a massive sweep of land from Madhya

Pradesh through the sea coast of Gujarat and the Indravathi Project. Here, in the pros and.
cons of the arguments on the developing projects, | am trying to present both sides of the

argument.

Let us, first of all, view the various problems to be overcome here objectively and not
be moved by emotions. Let us therefore decide to stick to known facts and not to make

hasty and unsubstantiated accusations and counter accusations.

Some environmentalists who seem to have a fixed notion that the Government and the
engineers are out to destroy nature, that all their doings are absolu.tely wrong and that they
are just representatives of vested interests. A true quernmen.t v_vull .have as much concern
for the environment and as much concern for the equitable distribution of natural wealth

s the environmentalists. ; 3
actions, Therefore it is necessary for the environmentalists to point out these flaws and they should

find trye - solutions also. Let us not call the dams (large) “Monster”. Any democratic

Government has to take into account public opinion.

It is possible that we do not know the implications of some of our



Some institutions have come together to
generate public opinion on the necessity for
an equitable and rational utilisation of
water. Of course, nobody will question this.
But somewhere in the same corner the
so-called adverse effects are emphasised. We
are here considering the relative merits and
demerits of small and large dams.

The construction of small dams in large
numbers or large dams in small numbers
1§ @ question of economical and technical
planning. Except for the possibility of
earthquakes, a large dam has no other
environmental problem which a small dam
would not have. Displacement of population,
siutation of reservoirs, destruction of forests,
water logging in command areas-all these
environmental issues are common for small
and large dams. The magnitude of these
problems will also be ‘the same, provided
the total storage is the same. Therefore
small versus large is not anissue. On the
other hand there are some benefits from
large projects, such as i) small number of large
dams are cheaper and ii) large storage and
large canals are necessary for large-scale
water transfers. Thus the drying up of water
in dems can be prevented and water can
be reached to all arid regions. A longer
construction period and consequent delay in
getting benefits from the project are certainly
a disadvantage. Anyhow these do not affect
the environmental aspects to any great extent.
in short, on envirornmental considerations,
it really does not matter whether it is a
large dam or a small dam, provided the total
quentity of water used is the same.

The environmentalists are mainly concerned
about the general effects of irrigation projects.
Hence it is necessary to analyse some of
the other points.

a) Problems of displaced persons,
lands are getting submerged: They are
displaced from their traditional homes and
surroundings. Some people believe that to
restore the underground stored water, which
is very low in the Deccans, dams are very
much essential. However, if against | person
displaced 15 persons benefit from imigation
etc. we have to weigh the benefits the
15 persons get against the suffering of one:

whose

We should definitely consider the suffering
we should also critically examine the benefits,
but we just cannot say that the project shoul
be dropped decause ot the suffering. Sometimes
the submergence affects tribal populations, this
should get very careful consideration. By
some environmentalists want their identities
to be protected, which, with the encroachment
of civilisation is going to be lost anyway.

b) Problem of deforestation: . Our forest

resources are fast depleting and at this rate
India will become totally devoid of forests
in a decade ortwo. Forests are as precious
as water. Therefore we cannot just destroy
them. While new plantations help, they
cannot form genetic forests quickly. These
points are therefore to be considered:

1) The depletion of forests in India is
mainly by the felling of trees by the contra-
ctors. Lack of alternate fuel sources in interior
areas is another reason. Compared with that,
deforestation due to irrigational projects is
negligible. Therefore deforestation'is not a
problem caused by dams.

2) In a country like
dangerous

India,
to generalise.

it would be
Deforestation is

. severe in Himalayas and is practically total in

Maharashtra and the other western parts, though
the land is still ‘Forest land’. Therefore what
is the meaning of the submergence of such a
nominal ‘Forest land’? |

c) Reservoir Siltation: This is an indirect

result of deforestation. The soil cover is easily
removed by many means and soon bare
rocks are exposed, where no vegetation
survives. This silt accumulates in reservoirs
and reduces their life. Such cases
are seen in the north but very little in the
western little parts. Immediate soil conser-
vation measures are therefore imperative. But
what about the soil erosion in so many other
valleys where there arc no projects. For
festoring the ecological balance, soil conser-
vation measures are necessary. It should
however be not tagged on to irrigation
projects.

d) Water logging/salinity : Problems of wate'

logging and salinity arise mainly because of ‘
over-irrigation, It is mainly the duty of th®




engineers who bring irrigation water 1o farmers,
to see that it suits the drainage‘charecteristics
of the soils and is used economically. There
may be some soils where the smallest amount
of irrigation may be harmful. Reclamation
of such water logged areas is g very costly
and somewhat uncertain process. Hence
preventive action is much more better. They are:

i) Supplying water in ‘safe’ dosages decided
through a study of the drainability of the soil.
ii) Making conjuctive use
canal water.

of subsoil and

iii) Restricting or even totally prohibiting’

water intensive crops in sensitive areas.
iv) Use of sprinkler and drip systems of irrigation.

c) Earthquakes: Tremors occur many times

when a large reservoir is formed. - These
are quite mild and die off very early.
Some times major quakes occur when the
reservoirs get - filled. While the direct rel-
ation between earthquakes and lake formation
is not yet firmly established, the time and
location of the occurences of the earthquakes
are too close to be coincidential. The science
of earthquakes is still in its infancy and no

one can, as yet, really understand why the

earth behaves in the way it does.

After the initial tremors started in Koyna
some seismologists studied it. The major tremors
occured just a few weeks after they had
declared that the area was tremor negative.
We have, therefore, either to decide .not to
construct any major dams till seismology
becomes more exact, as to make calculated
tisks or we should avoid large dams near known
fault planes in seismically active areas, and

the dams should be designed to withstand

expected earthquake force.

Those were some of the major environmental
factors. There are many other factors which
agitate the environmentalists. They are either
compensated by other gains or are easily
surmounted, such as:

8) Loss of wild life: Submergence poses
a threat to  wild life. It should be seen
that their migration is .possible and tal'<es
Place smoothly. On the other hand the creation
of a large lake attracts wild life, e.g., Ul_Ja”'
lake in Maharashtra attracts many kinds of birds.

If we do
not start development activities ' till our
planning is perfect to the very last detail
we cannot start them at all. As is well
known, delay has its own cost. We cannot,
indefinitely wait for perfection. We have to
analyse the available data objectively and
decisions.

But why can
they not share our concern for the poor

world electricity is as precious as water.
Hydroelectric  projects provide a renewable
source of energy which is ‘totaly pollution free.

'Cohéxruction has not only direct costs- and
. direct benefits: but their indirect costs also

must be considered. But then there are many
indirect benefits: such as job opportunities,
solution to drinking water problem, prevention
of soil erosion due to standing crops.

Protecting the environment should not be just a
status-quo programme. Development activities
are necessary and we should not abandon the
tribal population throughout time to the -hills.
Our aim should only be to ensure that while
carrying our development activities, we do
not cause damage: to the environment.

Edward Dowden introduces g
to Shakespeare, one of the
best exponents of the concept
of human regeneration, *‘|et
us now think of Shakespeare
not as a teacher of dry dogmas,
as a sayer of hard sayings
but as a Priest to us all of
the. wonder and -blossom of
the world-a teacher of the
hearts of men and women....
From Marlowe and Milton half
the world escapes. Shakespeare
~will lay hold of the
world inits totality and
once that he has laid
hold of it, will never let
it go”.

Shakespeare : his mind
and art:

‘Shakespeare caters to
the aesthetic sense of
man and his plays are
related parts of a conti-
nous exploration of the
reality common to all
human beings. He ex-
plores human nature
and shows that rege-
neration is the purpose
of man here and now.

. Regeneration etymologically
means rebirth. itis a common
phenomenon in nature in the

sense that all living beings
extend their lives after decline

and death. For instance 'a grain
of wheat dies in order to sprout

into a cereal. The withered

grass participates in a higher
life, by becoming food 10

animals. The cycle of seasons
(winter, spring, Summerand aut-
umn) plays a vital role in rege-

Neration. Laws of nature govern

the sentient and vegetative real-

ms of living beings in  their
regeneration.

Man, the supreme visible being
on earth, enjoys freedom,which

- is a unique capacity tochoose

between this or that. He is
guided by moral laws. There
fore human regeneration is a
sublime event in the life of
an individual. Every human act
is meaningful because it is a
link in the chain of growth or
decline, regeneration or. disin-
tegration. 'Every enlightment

is a manifestation of regenera-
tion and every impenitence Is

that of disintegration. Regenera-
tion implies self knowledge and
attitudinal  reformation
effect contrition ar)d expiation
of sin. And sin. means self-

condemnation.

Shakespeare hints at the theme
of regeneration in his pastoral
comedy As you like it, Jaques,
one of the lords attending the
exiled Duke reports the speechof
the Fool in the forest of Arden.

The fools in Shakespeare are
really wisemen  unlike the .

The
Fool reminds Jaques
of the primary duty of
man. ‘Rot and rot’ iS
ambiguously used. It
means physical decline.
Oldage and death do
not impede regeneration
of -an individual in the

Spiritual, mental and
emotional aspects of
his being.

In King Lear there is

a magnificant picture
of the theme of regene-
ration. Gloucester tells
‘No further, sir, a man
may rot here'’. And Edgar re-
plies, ““Men must endure their
going hence even as their
coming hither. Ripenessis all*.
(V: 11: 10)

Lear is aregenerated soul at the

end of the play. Irving Ribner
comments like this:

“In King Lear Shakespeares
emphasis is upon the process

]




of human regeneration, the self-
knowledge, penance, and expi-
ation for sin upon which he
had touched only lightly in the
final scene of Othello. That
Shakespeare now chooses for
his hero an oldman was them-
atically  appropriate, for his
concern is with a spiritual rebirth
for which man never can grow
too old.

Man can strive to return
to the inward world of per-
petual fertility through the
instruments of law, religion,
morality, education and arts.
Northrop Frye in his A natural
perspective: the development
of Shakespearean Comedy and
Romance  (1965) maintains
that, “All the .arts are em-
ployed as regenerative symbols
in the Last Plays but the most
important one by far is the
traditional one, music. Music
is traditional because all that
is now left of this upper world
of nature is the ordered re-
volution of the starry spheres,
with their inaydible music that

symbolises the harmony of the
soul”.(P.137.)

Shakespeare’s Last Plays give
us clear descrip'tions. ‘of the

Nt

motifs of regeneration. We
have in them two types
of characters. The first type
consists of the great sufferers,
They undergo the extreme level
of purgation. Pericles, Queen
Katharine, Hermione and Pros-
pero are regenerated souls by
virtue of the passion they en-
dured for the sake of right-
eousness. They suffered with
stoic strength because they
believed in the triumph of
justice. Prospero for instance,
learnt from personal experience

and reflection  what he con-
fessed.

In all these there is a beau-
tiful romantic background of
the sea or mountain. The

dramas have a grave beayt
and a sweet serenity’’.

Superstitions are universal, and India with
its age old Customs and traditions abound
in them. Superstitions have been defined in ;
variety of ways by different Deople-credulita
regarding the supernatural; irrational fear o»;
the unknown; a practice, ritual or belief
based on mystenous and misdirected reverences
put an easily understandable and acceptablé
definition W9U|d be “a customary practice
pelief or opinion with no apparently rationa]
basis and which is carried on from generation

to generation without its significance being

questioned”".

Superstitions are. not merely the irrational
beliefs of some ignorant people. A deeper
study into them not only provides an insight
into Indian culture and shows the wisdom of
our ancestors but also helps us to understand
human behaviour and the psyche.

Interpreting the meaning of a superstition
is as ' absorbing as a cross-word puzzle.
In fact, detailed study ' reveals that each
superstition had some rationale behind itin
the ancient set up in which it originated
reflecting crystallised ancient wisdom. ~ With
the passage of time, some superstitions have
lost . their original 'meaning, though they are
not absurd if one takes pains to comprehend
them. The meaning usually reveals itself, once
we consider the context in which superstitions
first sprouted and then took roots, though it
may not be relevant to present day conditions.
Modern man has less time for the things that

interested the ancients; Unlike the present day

man, ancient man not dogmatic in his opinions
and conclusions. He was receptive to every-
thing and arrived at conclusions which he
considered - best for his welfare and that of his

Exp : The belief is that too much gaiety or

frivolity may be followed by some unhappiness.
If one laughs too much, he may end up
crying because the centres of crying and
laughter are- situated close together in the
brain. Stimuli exciting one centre may over-
flow and stimulate the other centre -also.
Thus group laughter may have a psychic effect

of group weeping.

Sub : A flexible thumb incidates a generous
heart.

"Exp: A flexible thump indicates a soft body
which supposes a generous mental make-up.

Just as the thumb yields, the heart is also
taken to be generous. The assumption is

‘based ‘on the linkage of the body and the

mind.

Sub: A person will suffer - from a stomach
ache, if he does not share his food with

“one who is looking on.



Exp: Psychologically, one does not feel at
ease when someone is watching, unless

the onlooker is a member of the family.

Otherwise, there is an emotional change
causing sympathetic and para-sympathetic
(nervous) disharmony, which can produce
indigestion and stomach upset just as fear.
anger or sorrow causes digestive upset.

Sup: A piece of ironis put into the hands of
a person suffering from fits to stop it.

Exp: Fits were supposed to be caused by
the spirit ‘Apasmaram’ (loss of conciousness)
taking .hold of a person. An iron rod, knife
or axe is a protective agent agaist any wild
animal or enemy. “Apasmaram” was also
considered an enemy and a piece of iron
held in the hand was supposed to drive it

away. It is a known fact that the body

Contains iron in the form of haemoglobin.

Some trace
their origin to mythology while many are
related to safety of individuals and protection

of the household and things associated with it.

Though credit for making horror as staple
screen entertainment goes to Germans it
was Edison who shot a picture of Frankenstein
in 1908. Two German films™ in the silent
era - The Student of Prague (1913) dealing
with dual personality, and The Golem (1915)

based on the mediaeval Jewish legend of

a clay figure that comes to life were the
first horror films, trendsetters for the horror

genre. The Golem was re-made twice for
its subject-mattcr.

*By the way, what are the ingredients of
an average horror film? Macabre atmosphere
designed to send shivers of fear among the
audience, it usually incorporates ingredients
of violence and pervert human activity like
sucking of blood from humans. A few of
the Dracula films have been psychological

studies of deformed or, evil characters who
become terrifying monsters.

Some \of the classics of world cinema ‘are

horror films - The Cabinet of Dr Caligari
(1918), with Veidt as a hypnotically controlled
monster; Nosferatu, Murnau’s cinematically

personal account of Bram Stocker's Dracula:
(the first film on the Dracula story), Wax-

works; Leni’s three-part thriller about lvan
the Terrible,  Haroun-al Raschid and Jack the
Rinper and Hands Of Orlac.

In the horror market of world cinema, horror
producers have extended the bounds of hoyv
much explicit physical shock and horror is
permissible. -The present crop is geared mf)re
towards shocking the audience by being
explicit than by developing, an aura. Scenes
today have grown increasingly gory as the
blood flows (and in colour), and even dis-
memberment is graphically depicted.

The Japanese were notto be left behind in
the horror market - they introduced rubbersuited
monsters like Godzilia and Rodan. Hammer
Films of Britain started remaking the sagaS
of Frankenstein, Dracula and others. Horror
of the horror films is that different versions
have to be made for different markets - the
bloodiest for Japan and the restrained ones
for the home market and third world. Then

came a few TV Serials, a mix of all that goes
as horror, but not as blood-letting.

Hitchcock gave his own version of horror in
‘Psvcho’ in the murder scene. William Castle

outdid Hitchock in ‘Homicidal’, followed by
‘Blood Feast’ and ‘Death Line’, the last two

films ' titles are indication enough of their
gory contents.

In the "79s, the most successful film the world
over was ‘The Exorcist”. In it 3 small giri is
unaccountably possessed by the devil and
turned into a repellant monster who. causes
several violent deaths before she is cured.
The sensational aspect of the film was - rooms
shake, heads turn full circle on bodies, wounds
fester, vomit spews forth in bilious clouds
besmirching a saintly priest, a possessed adoles-
tcen girl masturbates bloodily with a crucifix
as she utters obscenities and blasphemies and
hoary demons freeze the soul. The film won




for its writer William Peter Blatty an Academy
Award. Its sequel The  Exorcist |l - The

Heretic - was released in two versions but
did not do well in either. :

Some ' of the latest important horror films
“released in Delhi during the last few years
are - Frankenstein : The  “True _ Story,

Poltergeist, Poltergeist |, 'Audrey Rose,

Parasite And The Fly (remake). The Entity.

was released in Bombay and ran for 15

weeks but was later banned by the Government |

of India and the ban continues. But its
Hindi adaptation was produced early this
year, Saya, starring Poonam Dhillon as the
unfortunate girl who is raped and later
troubled by the rapist she kills herself when
his spirit takes control of her body. In India
Ramsay Brothers are known as the Horror
Masters and they have till today made over
a score of horror films which are a crude
hotchpotch of horro/r films from aboard.

Exorcism exists and is practised in Chabatra,
a few miles from Muzzaffarpur in U. P. Cha-
batra has the reputation of being a holy saintly
place and people from all over flock there
to be exorcised from the evil spirits that
have imprisoned them. ' In  Chabatra
there is a huge, very old tree, Irakth.

The Fakirs claim
that this work can only be done on Fridays
because Jumme ke din’ (that is F}iday) is
the only day human beings can exert an

control over evil spirits, b

" The tree under which the Fakirs sit is said
to .be more than two hundred years old.
It is shrouded in mystery and legend. There
are several conflicting storips about the tree

sits under this  tree

and none are clear. One of the Fakirs who
tells a story he
heard from his father about the tree. The
story goes back to about two hundred years
In those days there lived a Fakir Mohammed
Bin. He had a daughter. His one aim in life

- was to get his only daughter married to a nice,

decent man. 'His search for a suitable bride-
groom bore’ him good results and he came
across a good man to whom ‘he was willing
to give his daughter’'s hard. Mohammed Bin
was a poor man but he wanted his daughter’s
marriage to go through as early as possible
so as not to lose a golden proposal. To
achieve this end he had 1o borrow
money from a Sahukar 'or, money lender

Unfortunately, the Fakir could not repay the

Sahukar’'s money on time. The Sahukar was
avery evil and unscrupulous man and started
harassing the Fakir. When he found that his
attempts were of no use and the Fakir was
still unable to pay, he planned a hideous
revenge - he killed the Fakir's son-in-law.

The Fakir was grief-stricken. He was a deeply
religious man who had done ne wrong in
in his lite. He cursed the Sahukar, gave him
a ‘bad dua’ that the spirit of his son-in-law
would first enter the soul of the Sahukal
and after his death the souls of his sons.
Entire generations would be possessed and
freedom from the curse would come only

with death.

After delivering this curse, the Fakir went and
sat under this tree. After some time the
S_ahukar quame possessed and died a short
ime later. Then his son was possessed
Eventually the Fakir took pity on the Sahukar's
Son and freed him of the possession by reading
some ‘Kalamas’ under that tree.



From tr!at time onwards Fakirs gather there
every Friday and carry on the work of exorcising
started by Fakir Mohammed Bin. Hundreds
of people, supposedly possessed by evil spirits
have been relieved under that tree. The proce-
dure of exorcism is simple yet effective. The
person possessed first ties a holy thread to
one of the branches of the trees. After that
the Fakir starts reading some ‘kalamas’ and

ashort time later the possessed person’s
head starts rotating vigorously. The Fakir
shouts and talks with the .spirit .and tells it
to leave the body and walk towards the tree.
The person runs to the tree and gasping for

!

breath ‘startsv talking in a totally different

voice. This is said to be the evil spirit’s voice.
Then the spirit suddenly leaves the body and
the victim falls down unconscious. Then the
person is taken away, given a bath and

" allowed to sleep for a few hours before

going home.

It seems strange indeed that such a phenome-
non can be in existence in today’s world
but the ritual of exorcism has survived two
hundred years of onslaught of scientific and
technological ~ explanation under the great
legendary tree of Chabatra. [ ]

The present age may. be called the space age or atomic age. But we
have egual justification in calling it the plastics age. Plastics, now-a-
days, finds increasing applications along with steel, = iron, wood etc.
They_also serve as good substitutes for many costly natural products.
i th_'s essay, let me discuss afew of the plastics and the various
experiments that led to the development of them.

What is plastic ? -

The term ‘plastic’ comes from Greek meaning ‘to shape’. It may be
defined as a man-made ‘ substance which can be easily shaped by heating
or it is a substance with molecules having .long atomic chains. The
special properties of plastics may be attributed to their structure. Carbon
atoms show a unique property of forming covalent bonds with other
carbon atoms to form long chains of carbon atoms. This property of
carbon atoms is known as catenation. It is this property that makes
carbon an essential component in many of the naturally = occuring

substances.

The first man made plastic - PARKESINE - 1862

One of the most common naturally occuring substances is cellulose,
which is the main woody substance in plants. It is with” cellulose
that the story of -plastics really began. By the middle ‘of ‘the 19th

century, chemists found that cellulose. could be converted into ' other

substances including cellulose nitrate.

‘ Alexander Parkes, a British' cherhist from Birmingham, found that he

could modify cellulose' nitrate in-such ‘a way that it is mouldable. On
adding the plasticisers - camphor - the hard cellulose nitrate is softened
and becomes pliable. This substance, in fact, was the first man made
_piastic which: he named ‘Parkesine’. Parkesine had the look of ivory but

it was flexible like leathéer.

Celluloid - 1869

‘In 1869, John W. Hayatt, & printer from Albany, New York, came across
a similar product while searching for a substitute for " ivory in making '
"Billiard Balls. He' pamed the substance 'Celluloid’. In the earlier stages
it had only limitted applications but its popularity increased when George
Eastman,, in the year 1889, began to Use it as a base for flexible photogra- -
_phic films. Together with its popularity its commercial value also increased.

Casein Plastic - 1897 :

In 1897 German Chemists found that, Casein, the chief protein of cow’s
milk, could be treated to form a substance that could be easily moulded
and hardered. It was called casein plastic. It was made' from skim




milk by mixing skim milk with rennet whereby
casein was precipitated as a curd. The curd
was then mixed with-various other materials
to convert it into a mouldable mass. . After
moulding it was hardened by dipping it in
formaldehyde solution.
plastic was a cheap one it had various limi-
tations in its application. One of its serious
drawbacks was the time it took for harde-
ning after moulding. A

However, all the above said plastics could

be moulded and remoulded by the application
of heat. Such plastics are known as thermo
plastics.

Bakelite - 1909

In 1909, Leo Hendick Backland, a Belgian

Boru Chemist, while working to find a sub-
stitute to shellac. a natural product used in
varnishes, discovered the first thermo' setting
plastic, which he named Bakelite.  Bakeland
investigated the various resinous materials
obtained by the treatment of Phenol with
formaldehyde and found that the reaction
- could be 'controlled to produce a resinous
material in the form of a powder.

Bakelite was heat resistant and an excellant
insulating material. So it was largely used

in the manufacture of electric / bulbs and

switches. Bakelite was a great commercial
success and this prompted the scientists all
over the world to carry out their investigation
on such resins with a new vigour. Conse-
quently, the works of German Chemist Hermann
Standiqger in the early 1920's laid th
theoretical basis for modern  plastic indust :
In 1922 he published the results of I:y
. researches and proposed that rubber is mac;Z

' isoprene.

He showed that similar macro
molecules could be produced by heating styrene
which is the plastic polystyrepe, commer-
cially produced in 1930. He |a|<EI the theories
of polymer formation for ~which he WE.,S
awarded the Nobel prize in Chemistry in
the year 1953.

Severe Shortage for natural substances, that
the Germans had to face, made them pr_oduce
the first synthetic rubber Buna Rubber in the
year 1927. It was made from the _chemical
Buta-di-ene-a conjugated diene. In-its manu-
“facturing process, single molcule of Buta diene
were polymerised together, in presence of
the polymerising catalyst sodium. In 1931, a
team of American chemists headed by Wallance
H. Carothers produced the -synthetif: -rubber
nesprene from acetylene during their |nve§ti-
gation into polymerisation of various materials
This material was immediately storng, more
durable and unaffected by oil, petrol or flames.
In 1929 the swiss brothers Canithe and Henry
Dreybus started their career in the manufacture
of Cellulose acetate and they succeeded in
it. It found its application in the manufacture
of phatographic plates.

Later in the year 1933, Chemists of the
Imperial Chemical industries (1.C.I) conducted
experiments on ethylene by subjecting it to
high pressures to see whether it could be
polymerised Repeated attempts of them proved
that ethylene could be polymerised into a
plastic, now known as polythene.



gynthesis_of Nylon
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In 1935 Wallaci H. Carothers and his research
tearn synthesised nylon, an excellant textile
fibre. They found that, ‘when adipic acid
was polymerised with hexa methylene diam ine
formed the kind of molecule that they
wanted Carothers was able to synthesise nylon
in a commercial scale and soon it captured
great demand in the market.
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Polytetrafluoroethylene (Teflon)

In the year 1938 Du Pont Scientists, while
conducting researches on refrigerants, accidently
discovered the remarkable plastic material
Polytetra fluro ethylene this plastic material
is remarkable for its chemical inertness and
highly slippery, surface. They are extremely

strong and durable. They are now marketed |

under the name Tefion. and Fluon.

In 1941 two. scientists at the British Calico
printer’s association J. R. Whinfield and J. J.
Pickson developed Terelene as an excellent

fibre. It was produced from two chemicals

called Terephthalic acid and ethylene glycol.
Since it is the polymerised form of a group
of organic compounds resulting in many ester
linkages it is called polyester. Polyester
fibres are strong but differ from Nylon .in
their resistance to stretching. ‘

SILICONES
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Silicone Polymer

Silicones were produced for the first time in
1942. A British Chemists Frederic stanley
kipping began his studies in the year 1900.
Regarding certan molecules having long atomic
chains consisting of Oxygen and silicon.
silicones are now produced in the form of
both solids and liquids. They are extremely
inert and resistant to heat, Hence they find
wide range of application.

P V C (poly vinylchloride)

In 1835, a Franch Chemists, Henri Victor
Regunatt prepared a canipound called vinyl
chloride while studying with acetylene gas.
This solid compound is known as poly
vinyl ‘chloride (P.V.C). It was found to be
hard and brittle. But in 1943 it was discovered
that by the addition of certain plasticicers,
P.V.C became a versatile plastic. It found
immediate  applications in the electrical-
industry as an insulator for wires.

Plastics are mouldable, hard and resistant to
heat. No natural resines could give paints and

~varnishes such toughness and durability as the
. polywithrines. In surgery arterial replacements

would' have been impossible without Darlan
tubings which being chemically very inert
is not rejected by body tussnes. The production
of plastics depends upon the availability of

- petroleum which 'is fast getting exhausted.

With the rise in price of petroleum the
cost of plastics must increase and then its
use could 'be restricted to specialised appli-
cations for which no traditional alternatives
