He was the founder of ‘Russell’
and ‘Atlantic’ peace foundations. He was
a stimulating speaker and a prolific author.
- He wrote about fifty books on various
subjects.  All his philosophical works have
got the felicity and quality of Literature,
He was awarded the ‘‘Nobel Prize” for
Literature in 1950. ““in recognition of his
many-sided and important work in which
he had consistently stood as a champion
of humanity and freedom of thought” and
also the “Kalinga Prize” in 1957. He was
also awarded the Order of Merit for his

“Principia Mathematica” is Russell’s
masterpiece. In this book he has tried fo
solve the ““Logical Paradox”. What is
meant by logical paradox can be explained
by the following example (example is better
than precept). Long long ago Socrates
said “What Plafo is about to say is false”.
Suddenly Plato replied “you have just

Ry e

spoken the truth.”.

This is a logical
paradox. If, Socrates spoke the truth then
Plato’s statement must . be false. But if
Plato’s statement is false then Socrates did
not speak the truth-and hence what Plato

said must have been true. If Plato spoke
the truth, than Socrafes also spoke the
truth, thus what Plato said is false and so
on. TIn 1910 it was Russell who tried to

resolve this formal logical problem which
has been dated back to Socrates.

Russell who had an admirable quality
of intellectual honesty had no hesitation
to change his views, like Bernard Shawy
about this he himself observed “My views
at a time had the morning innocence, which
they lostin the heat and labour of the
day”. The Gita enunciates Abhaya or
fearlessness. Swami Vivekananda spoke
highly of the  Daivi Sampat or divine
quality. Gandhiji requested us to be
fearless. So also Russell. He considers
courage as an essential quality of mankind.

Russell who wars against wars once
observed “Great powers in the world are
rushing towards a not too distant war in
their mad race for power.

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A PSYCHOLOGICAL STUDY:

FEELING AND EMOTION

Most of the affairs of everyday life
are tinged with feeling and emotion. Joys
and sorrows, excitement and disappoitment
love and fear, hope and dismay- all these
and many more are feelings we experience
in the course of a day or week. Without
such feelings and emotion, living would be
pretty  dreary. Because feelings and
emotions are involved in so many aspects
of living, ifis to be expected that they
should occupy an important position in the
study of psychology.

First let us consider the soucce of
emotional development in the infant and

"the child. Grown-up people exhibit many
different emotions this is not the case in
the new born = infant. About to only
emotion we can distinguish in the first few
weeks after  birth is a diffuse. Geneaal
excitement that is about the same from
one occasion to the next. The excitément
is nota sp ecific response o any particular
stimulus it shows ifself wherever the
environment suddenly 'changes. As the
child grows older, he develops an increas-
ing variety of emotional responses. There
is a mafuration of certain centers in the
brain that are specifically responsible for
patterns of emotion. Thus maturation
undoubtedly plays an important role in
emotional growth. Emotional develop-
ments on the other hand, depends on
learning, which elaborates the varieties of
emotion expressed in many different
situations.

Emotion has several different aspects.
For oneitisa stirred up bodily state in

which changes occur in our breathing,
heart rate, circulation, and other physio-
logical function. Itis also a pattern of
expression-  smiling, laughing, crying,
cringing, and so on; it is something we do.
Thirdly it is something we feel-happiness,
disappointment unpleasantness, elation.
And finally emotion is also a motive, it
keeps us working foward some

goals
and avoiding others.

Autonomic Changes:

Many of the bodily changes that occur
in emotion are initiated by a part of the
nervous system called the autonomic system
and for the reason such changes are called
autonomic changes.  This system has two
parts which usually work in opposition o
each other.  One part the sympathetic
sy/stem, increases the heart rate and blood
pressure and distributes blood to the
exterior muscles rather than to the digestive
system. It is this part that swings into
play when we become emotional or at least
when we become fearful or angry. The
other part of the system is called the
parasympathetic system. It is tends to be
the more active system of the two when
we are calm and relaxed. It does many
things such as the slowing of the heart,
reduction of blood pressure and diversion
of blood to the digestive track-

The autonomic system produces several
other bodily changes in emotion, perhaps,

. Emotional behaviour:

Rather than measure bodily changes
we can distinguish different emotions much
better if we observe emotional behaviour.
When a person is very angry, or very much
afraid, or very Jjoyous we usually can tell
which it is by the way he behaves.

* Perhaps the most premitive of all
emotional patterns is the startle response.
You can easily observe it by tiptacing up
10 a person  who is dees in thought and
suddenly yelling “boo’ or by shooting off a
pistol when 'he does not expect it.  The
reaction one gets is what psychologists cal)
the startle pattern.

HOW
TO
LISTEN

In this age of the telephone, radio and
television most of us spend more and more
time listening to the spoken word.

Yet most of us dont know how fo

listen. Many experiments have been
conducted and they. have measured the
listening ability of thousands of students,
more recently that of scores of both business
and professional people.
" Our general conclusion is that the
average person is a’half listener,” even when
heis trying, he retains only about 50
percent of what he heard immediately after
he has heard if.

This is a bug difficulty with experienced
sales assistants. A Customer will say “[
want to see that blouse on display T like
the small size with short sleeves.”” The
assistant rushes away and brings back the
small size with long sleeves. Back goes
the assistant while the customer waits.
Such incidents are common. In all fields
of life we stress ‘Listen berore you act.”

Behind the wide spread inability to
listen lies a major over sight in class room
instruction. The skill has been neglected.

Yet listening is a mental skill that can
be developed through training and practice.
The act of listening requires that you do
more than simply let sound waves into
your ears, just asfthe act of reading requires
that you do more than look at print.

One problem is that we think much
faster than we talk. The rate of speech
for most of us is about 125 wordsa minute, :

If we are poor listeners, we soo}x
become impatient, our thoughfs turn to
something else for a moment, then last
back to the speaker. These brief side
excursions can time until our mind tarries
too long on some other subject. Then
when our thoughts return to the person
talking, we find he is far  ahead of wus.
Now it is harder to follow him and in-
creasingly casy to take off on side
excursions. Finally we give up the person
is till talking, but our mind is in another
world.

The good listener uses his thoughts
speed to advantage, he constantly applies
his spare time to what is being said.  Are
the speaker’s facts accurate? Am I getting
the full picture or is he telling me only
what will prove his point? Listen between
the lines. The speaker does not alwayé
put everything info words. The changing
tones and volume of his voice may have
