In the last few months the determined
action we have taken has succeeded in largely
checking the price rise. We have been actively
considering further measures to strengthen the
economoy and to relieve the hardship of various
sections, particulaly the poor and vulnerable,

It is very essen-
tial for the proper functioning of
the heart and nervous system.
It is also required to obtain
energy from food.

Vitamin B2, known as water
soluble B2 (Riboflavin), occurs
mainly in leafy green vegetabls,
yeast, milk, meat, eggs, Kidney
and liver, enriched bread and
cereals.

Water soluble B3 stabilises
nervous system and the mucous
membrane of the alimentary
canal.

Before independence, the role of State - enterprises in. the field of industry was
limited. ‘In the so called British- India except a few experimental and small factories
organised by some ‘provincial Governments like -Madras, the main manufacturing units
under Governments owner ship and management were those connected with defence
production, workshops connected with 'the railways and the posts and telegraphs

Adieu to Professor

Dar eicellence ;

Name but a few talented teachers of Chemistry in
Kerala. Hardly you can exhaust the fingers of one
hand without the name of Professor M V.Varghese,
Head of the Department of Chemistry who is
retiring from service after a glorious teaching
career of over a generation at Sacred Heart
College, Thevara. A peerless master of the
subject is a household name 'in the mouths of the
Chemistry teachers all over Kerala, who, by and
large his student progeny, ever cherish gleeful

and vivid reminiscences of their Professor’s
classes.

Prof. Varghese, after his Master’s Degree from the
University of Calcutta, did spend sometime in
research work at his Alma Mater and the Bio-
chemistry Laboratory of the Madras University,
He entered his teaching career at the Loyola
College, Madras, Shortly after, he migrated to his
home state and joined the Sacred Heart College,
Thevara, from its very inception (1944) as the
Head of its Department of Chemistry, Unlike
many who teach for eking out a living.. Prof.
Varghese has to this day lived for teaching, which
'nearly haunted him like a passion. '

A stickler for discipline and intimitable teacher of
Chemistry, -Prof. Varghese handled his classes
‘with perfect ease and superb mastery. His students.
