Director general of GATT and Chairman of the Trade
negotiafion committee, Arthur Dunkel proposed a draft
over 400 pages full of suggestion and solutions to break
the deadlock in GATT negotiations. This was the birth of
the Dunkel draft or Dunkel proposalsin, 1991. The revised
General Agreement on Tariffs and trade has been signed
by about 115 member countries, 1994. Each
GATTmember became a most favoured nationfor another
for trade purposes.

The remarkable characteristic of Dunkel
draft test is (DDT) that it is expanded to cover not only
trade in goods but also trade in services (GATS). The
intellectual property Rights (TRIPA), and Trade related
investment measures (TRIMAS), have alsobeenincluded
in the proposal. US demands for Agricultural Subsidies,
bringing of Agricultural goods into international Trade
negotiations and division of developing countries into the
least developed countries and developing countries are
other features of DDT.

THE THEORY UNDERLYING GATT AND DUNKEL
DRAFT PROPOSAL :

The classical and non-classical theories
of International Trade shows that free trade is an engine
of growth. Free trade is inherently superior to protectionist
policies as it promote specialisation in the areas of
comparative advantage. Thisinturn lead to amost efficient
allocation of the world's productive resources,ensuring
maximisation of aggregate global output atthe lowest cost
of production. Any barrier to free trade coming in the way
of specialisation will be detrimental notonly tothe countries
concerned but also to the world at large.

The D.D. is primarily a proposal which will
ensure that all such barriers are removed and all those
indulging in any restrictive practices will be duly punished.
