MARX OR GANDHI?

Marx or Gandhi? Who can free India? Whose course of action can
lift the Indian mind from the barrenness of ignorance and poverty ?
From the land of slums and skyscrapers, spiritualists, and sophistication,
Rescue homes and Rotarians - rings out this question with a
poignant urgency. Every thing is stated on the answer - for it can
mean the difference between dreams and disillusionment, freedom
and shackles. Here in these two studies on Marxian and Gandhian
techniques, we -present before you the dilemma of the helpless
Indian who is asked to choose between the structural reform of
the Marxists and the Gandhian aspect of non-violent social change.
This could be an example of "Constructive insecurity” in action.




lndia is, tragically enough, synonymous with
poverty and starvation. Misery is the birthmark of
a nation, hopelessly steeped in ignorance. But an
Indian is, by nature, abhorrently tolerant in the
face of frustration to which he is subjected. He
builds a world of fantasy that attempts to trans-
cend his world of misery. He fabricates an
unstable, but romanticized universe, forsaking
reality. This is hardly surprising since, reality is
painful, Reality, for the majority of the Indians is
essentially privation in the form of less than a meal
aday. Only a world of make-believe provides a
release from the agony of existence, a solace from

the all consuming madness of poverty and* misery.

Mankind's basic metaphysical insecurity is heigh-
tened in India, where he has to physically struggle
for survival. His is the call of the wild. His whole
energy is diverted to the need for the acquisition of

bread. For him, any thought ef social reconstru--

ction is superfluqus. His instinct for survival
laments for bread. He is denied that. Instead he

is fed dope in the forrn of spmtual mystlcrsm and 359

glamour.

The ignorant, guilible masses.in india are easdy
susceptible to a flight of fancy. They are blinded
by glamour and sensat:on They bund brlttle

castles in the air that crumble with avery jerk of °
reality. The ludicrous “Indian Commercial theatre:

exploits this ignorance and vulnerability to the limit
and beyond. It propagates contrived values that
glorify poverty and misery. Glamour feeds ignorance
Ignorance is fed by rehglon and superstition.
When Marx said that religion is the heroin of the
people, he essentially meant the religion of deter-
minism.

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. Marxism is not the ultimate in idealism; nor an
infallible political philosophy. But its basic attempt

at a positive rebellion cannot be condemned as
futile. Marx bequeathed the world a legacy of

freedom from oppression: more a system of action
than thought, that professes to liberate the proli-
tariat (the working class) from the suppression of
the bourgeous, monopolistic element in production
and distribution.  Its emphasis is on revolution
against exploitation. It is based on a system that
says 'to each according to his need’. In the social
sphere religious dogmatism is forsaken for a more
rationalistic materialism.

Marxism has been much maligned since its
inception in 1848  But, though it is undemocratic
and not exactly the will of the people, most of
Marxism stands the test of reason. It is alleged
that the seeds of totalitarianism is sowed when a

revolutionary leftist Government ascends to power.
Also, since suffrage is denied to the people, the re-

gime cannot be voted out in the event of misrule.
This argument holds a lot of water. butis not nece-
ssarily unassailable, for when you take the other
side of the coin where democracy is engraved, you
can see that the argument is equally applicable
there. In the early 1930’s the German Nazi Party
was ‘constitutionally’ voted to power. More recen-
tly. the Indian National Congress, = the brainchild
of Gandhiji, was ‘democratically” voted to power.
Both, smoothly and effortlessly deviated from their

paths to despotic rule. True, the latter was voted
aout of power; but more through a miscalculation of

the party than by an effective revolution: by the
people. It took a devastating World War to unseat

What passes off for democracy in the world
today is no different from oligarchy. The country
is, usually, ruled by a choice elite and not. necess-
arily, by the people. No doubt, elections are held
and the people exercise their franchise at times.
But, the elections held once in five years or so do
not, really, voice the opinion of the people as to
‘how’ the country should be run. The people,
merely, choose the persons ‘who’ should run the
Government. {Moreover, once the representative
is elected he becomes the responsibility of the
people.

Marxism does suppress the intellectual freedom
of expression. The effect. no doubt, is stifling for
the intellectual minority. But in India, to' much
more than the majority of the people who live at the
mercy of the capitalists, freedom of speech is super-
fluous. Ignorance and suppression do not cater
to free speech. A hungry stomach does not enter-
tain intellectual freedom. It screams for bread. It
screams for survival.

In the absence of a positive alternative the pra-
Ctical utility of Marxism is enormous to a country
in India‘s predicament. But, the Marxist philosophy
has stumbled at certain steps. For one, Marx pro-
phesied that the state will wither away when the
proletariat became their own masters. But this is
at'variance with human psychology. Power bloats
the ego of the state, though a strong state need
not, necessarily, be detrimental to the people.
Secondly, Marxism forsakes the individual for the
humanity. Sentiments are betrayed for the greater
good of the masses. Even here, Marxism compares
well with capitalism that forsakes humanity for the
individual. Again, Marxism attempts to institutio-
nalise happiness. An institutionalised happiness is
no happiness. But it cannot be worse than non-
institutionalised misery, the ill - conceived gift of
most other political systems.

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: S a last Teésort the disillusioned westerner
omes to Kashi and Rameswaram. Away from
the manifestations of megaminded growth models
detached from the sad ruins of shattered isms, he'
seeks the world of spirit and liberation. Here there
at? NO cruise missiles and shifty espionage tactics
It is peace... It's Shanthi... It is Realisation.

May be this peace of mind which the
western intellect feels when in the presence of
Oriental thought current is a three-day bloom.
Mirages can appear even to the starkly disillu-
sioned. Stlll, he can cling to a new belief, be it
for a ‘very short time.

But what about the frustrated, disillusioned
Indian ? With the legacy of employment excha-
nges and enquiry commissions, slums enclosing
Inter-Continental hotels, he helpessly watches
Western political theories failing in his own
country. He had grown up listening to the
rousing cadence of Socialistic slogans. He too
had eagerly waited for revolutions. Biit
misled . Marxian experiments in the west muted
his desire for Cheguera and red pamphlets. At
the same time he saw. the capilalistic democracies
struggling under the weight of the smoke
belching. inequality - spewing industrial empires
that they themselves had created. Now, herein
lay the real dilemma. In the past the choice wag
between capitalism and communism. But now
he knew the futility of choosing between them.
And he knew he could’nt escape to the world of
spirit, while millions were starving.

It is this helplessness of the Indian mind that
we have 1o bear in mind while analysing the
thoughts and philosophy of. Mahatma Gandhi.
There are certain basic misconceptions about
Gandhian economics and other thoughts.

Firstly;, it is wrong to speak in terms of
~“Gandhism”. Gandhi never desired to.make . 3
system or ism of his thoughts. He did't want an
institutionalised philosgphy, impervious to change.
Rather. the social and@€gnomic order which he

envisaged.was a way ofsifer-dynamic and flexible, -
This is highly relevant i_mﬁf} age wben people are
dlisillusioped withaisms. e ;. “ -

Secondly, Ganghian thought iis not a corollary
to capitalism.. The so‘called’ ‘mixed economy-
upheld by Congress for'the past :30.years, which
gave sustenance to capitalists and big industries
and neglected small scale units has produced
a notion that Gandhiji sought to support the
money-bags. In actuality, Sarvodaya. the concept
of Gandhian sogial order turns a discontented
face towards the rule of the majority, practised
by capitalistic democracies, rule of the despotic
minority as seen in communistic states and incre-
asing state conirol as planned under socialism.

Thirdly, it is wrong to say that Gandhian
methods have been tried in India. Though the
Indian National Congress adopted the teaching
of Gandhi in its working programme., they were
never tried out in the B5-year plans, The boom
in "big-scale industries ‘and the neglected state
of small-scale units indicate the tragic fate of
Gandhian economics.

With this understanding. let's take a look at
the basis of = Gandhian ideals. What is
the crux of Gandhiji's concept of social order ?
Was he a reactionary rooted in traditions, who
opposed progressive movdernisation ? Did he
have an instinctive hatred for machines?

Ina land of 500,000 villages. Gand hiji saw
the  need for unit-wise reform. Majority. of the
people were and still are unemployed, So, when
their massive man-power remains idle, why go for
machine-power.? Utilise the unexploited. labour
-power. - Then, for further. needs use machines.
Dosen’t - that sound  reasonable enough ? Just a .
plain. simple theory to.avoid waste and extra
expenses..

These. unemployed villagers get organised in
to work forces andiproduce -(what they need)
for: their. village in' small and cottage industrial
anits. To .save the villages from the clutches of.
centralised power and ' beauraucratic machinery.

they were to be made selfgoverning bodies. With-
this purpose in mind, the national educational

system was to be reframed - giving dignity

to physical labour and vocational training.  Accu-
mulated capital was to be re-distributed. Force

and coercion were to be avoided. Peaceful con-
version to Socialism!
No blood - shed - No violence - No hard feelings.

If Sarvodaya (Gandhian concept of Social
order) was only this much, it is a mordern Hans -
Anderson tale, where every body would live happily
everafter.  But things are not that much easy.
If dreams can be fulfilled with such rapidity,
Utopias would be as rare as common sense.

Gandhij's unshakable belief in the basic
goodness of man is a hard nut to crack, Sado-
masochism and terrorists, concentration camps and

atom-bombs_leave us cynical about evolution, of
course, if bitter political theorists quote. Freud

to prove man’s basic selfishness and meanness,
Gandhians can uphold the modern behavioural

theory of Socio - biology which asserts_the basic

altruistic goodness of man. _But this-belief in the
goodness of man. led Gandhiji to.deal, | rather un-

satisfactorily with the biggest -problem India is
facing today - how to_defreeze the monopoly
capital and bring it toi"the. people, thus increasing
their purchasing power ?* 1n a country, where 90%

of the money.capital is hoarded by afew indivi-
duals, certain drastic measures. have to be taken,

When' man_assumes the role of a tape - worm,
sucking ' the-life - blood of 3 nation, we can't sit

idle chanting glory to Ahimsa and non violence.
But Gandhiji believed that capitalists and land lords
could be peacefully converted to Socialism, where
they would voluntarily distribute theirland and cap-
ital to the deprived masses. In the meanwhile,
they would act as the trustees of their own.property.

[May be] Gandhiji realised the futilitv in forced con-
version. But to us, it sounds mere wishful think-

ing. Also, as a deeply religious man Gandhiji never
denounced the havoc that was played by religious
and religious beliefs.

But keeping aside these short-comings, Gandhian
thoughts do have a profound relevance to India.

His was a philosophy, that gained sustenance from
the spiritual heritage of centuries, to face tomorrow's
problems in a realistic manner. He never suggested
a break with the past. The memories of millions
were too sacred to be destroyed. And India is a
land. where people are steeped in traditions; cut
them away from these traditions, destroy the impre-
ssions and beliefs, imprinted upon the collective
cortex of the Indian people and it is equal to killing
them,

The country’s philosophy is rooted in Ahimsa
and non-violence. So'at all costs, a violent up-
heaval is to be avoided. Hence the insistence of
Gandhiji on a peaceful revolution.

For the average Indian blighted by fatalist
philosophies and belief in Karma, Gandhiji's message
has another significance.” He wanted men to have
bread and freedom. And he wanted them to ‘earn
it for themselves. You can rest your hopes 'on’
the State. But a state helping you for your
existence. may dominate and -control your rights
and cherished beliefs also  The social order which
Gandhiji envisaged was not one in which men
queued up before the state with begging bowls but
one in which men thought andact themselves for
A nation of thinking and working people.

Moreover, experiments in the west have shown
us the futility .of ever-increasing production. In
this age of exhaustible resourses, what we need is
not newer ways of statisfying wants, but lesser
wants. Thinking men are now accepting the Gan-
dhian dictum of ‘Abstinence through self - control’
in contrast to the ‘commodity-fetish’ of the west.

Gandbhian philosophy is not the crystallised ess-
ence of truth. There is no inevitability -about it
like the Marxian economical philosophy. , It is
always subject to change. And such an adaptable
thought-process is what that we need today.  What
the Indian mind needs is not a detailed interpretata-
tion of Universé.“but a'simplée ‘philosophy* that has
got the tang of the Indian soil. And that is Gand-
hian Philosophy.

SOmething is seriously wrong with our educa-
tional system. In the course of past thirty years
several commissions have probed into the problems
affecting our educational system. The educational
ministries at central and state levels, the UGC,
the Vice-chancellors, Principals and Professors of
Colleges - all these are full-timers paid to think

on how the system of education can be made rele-
vant and meaningful. Now student representation

with “uncorrupt”” minds are in the administrative
bodies of some of our Universities.

The present essay proposes to make a few

observations on some aspects of the problems that
vex higher education in our country. First is the

question of standards; secondly relevance and thir-
dly there is the question of educated unemployment.

Most of us students know that in today’s higher
education only the buildings are high. Even when
our syllabus is~ challenging a, clever selection of
topics for study goes a long way in making matters
easy. Specialization is hampered as a result of the
student having got to wrestle with language papers:
Further the present system of examination in our
country does not test a student’s capacity for origi-
nal thinking or intelligent application of the received
notions. Out of the 180 working days about 80 are
every year knocked off by student strikes and the
holidays declared in honour of the death of the VIP’s
or ‘in honour of other Government departments on
strike. In spite of all these, ‘portions are covered’
(as the expression goes) every year to the satisfact-

ion of all concerned. This is the shape of our higher

education.

Next let us consider the question of the rele-
vance of the things taught and the method of
teaching. In science as well as in arts, the lesson
taught in India are very much out dated. This is
true of even post-graduate classes. Except in the
case of Ayurveda and perhaps Indian History and
some such things, most of the knowledge that we
try to imbibe comes from abroad. (After the pub-
lication of such books as “Freedom at Midnight”
one should think that even Indian History is being
made abroad). And this foreign made knowledge,
unlike the foreign luxury goods, reaches India by
sea-mail at snail-pace. Everything in India, said
one of the Huxleys takes place a hundred years late.
That is why he wanted to be in India at the time of
the end of the world. Now, even if knowledge
reached our country in time, by the time our acade-
mic councils took them into our curriculum, anothet
decade would have gone by.

The irrelevance is not from the point of view
of time only. It is there from the point of view of
place also. In India our problems are very often
different from those in other countries. So also
our resources are often peculiar to our climate and
country. The nature of our people also is different.
Our cultural makings and political out look are all
our own. Hence very little can be borrowed from

other countries. The most glaring example of our
intellectual slavery is the fact that most of our text
books in sociology and Social Work (MSW) are
foreign books. We study Indian Society with the
help of English or American books. We do not
use German books for this purpose only because we
do not know that language.

EDUGATION - A GRITIGAL ANALYSIS
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The mode of teaching is inevitably lecturing.
They say this can’t be helped because of the large
number of the “Seekers of the knowledge’ and the
shortage of time. “We could have had.discussion
classes or seminars if the number were small and if

we had enough time’’. Both the conditions, we
know are difficult to fulfil.

The last of the problems posed for discussioh
is that of the educated unemployed. In Kerala
there were 8.19 lakhs of unemployed men and wo-
men at the end of Dec. 1976. Out of these 55,000
are graduates and 8,700 post graduates. These are
the people who were decribed by a "Sunday Stand-
ard” columnist as “Too educated for any use”. He
has pointed out that that it is a paradox that in our
country with 23 crores of illiterates, over-education
among the literates has created serious problems.
Those who possess education over and above what
is needed for a particular job are called over-edu-
cated workers. Such people have no job satisfact-
ion. They are always on the look out for a better

job.” Finally when they find that they cannot find
a better job, they settle down: with acurse. Such

people are frustrated. They would either try to
quit this country or join some movement like that
of the naxalites or enter politics with the inten-
tion to rise to power by hook or by crook.

All these problems are due to the increased
democratization of education _in recent times.
Standards have been lowered and several “‘all pass"’
batches of students have been sent up by govern-
ments for the sake of cheap popularity, New
Colleges have been started to accommodate such
students. And Collegiate standards have been
lowered to ensure a 30 Pass in the graduate level.

Now we have 3 huge crowd of indifferent college
students and uncommitted college teachers. This
shows that ouyr

university education is not all
purposeful.  The Kothari commission wanted to link
university education with the process of national
development. Byt in effect now national develop-

ment is being stifleq by enormous expenditure on

education. It js mostly a dead investment.- Our
country cannot afford this, Hence a drastic re-

orientation s .necessary in the planning of our
higher education,

With the pressure of time, suburban living and
other factors restricting the duration of music-
recital, the modern performer is forced to make
some adjustments. The emphasis has shifted from
the casual and the leisurely to the prompt and
precise. The performer cannot take endless time-to
work himself up to the heights of ecstacy. He has
to distil his best within a short, specified time,
which again makes the artist his own critic.

The best music, it is believed, liberates the
soul from its fetters. It has an ennobling and
elevating effect. In India our music, with its
associations with religion, is at the root of our
cultural life. While encouraging the modernization
of our music and the cross-breeding of new musi=
cal disciplines, we should not lose our rich

musical legacy.

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Bom in Paris in 1874, Somerset Maughm
was educated at King’s School, Canterbury, Hei-
delburg University and St: Thomas. hospital. He
spoke English and French eloquently, He got
his medical degree but up to his death he did ne-
ver practice; the ambition to write always domi-
nated his life.

His first novel “’Liza of Lambeth” appeared in
1897. The story was set against a back ground
of the worst slum district in London. The author
carefully attended to the realistic detail of the
novel. But the realism was not accepted. The
novel proved to be a failure.

Nevertheless he was not disappointed. He
wrote, and wrote-the result was starvation. There
was a continuous stream of novels and plays from
his mighty pen. None of them excited the pub-
lic. Step by step his luck began to change pheno-
menally. In 1907 he published *'Lady Frederic’’, a
comedy of manners. The theatre-going * public
welcomed it. The book was a great success. His
financial prospects became bright. His later pub-
lications such as “Jack Straw”, “The Tenth Man’,
“The Circle” etc. were hits - he became inter
nationally popular. His plays were welcomed all
around the globe.

Soon tired of the limitations the stage placed
upon his talents, he published a novel ““that had
been in preparation for many years’*, called “Of
Human Bondage’’. It was received by critics with
a quiet respect. It was little successful at first.
Slowly it won the hearts and minds of the pub-
fic. Everywhere people were attracted by the
story of the young doctor’s bitter love affair with
a country slut. Later it was known that the
novel was an autobiagraphical one. *Of Hum-
an Bondage™ is a modern classic. Read by eve-
rybody it is acknowledged to be Maughm's
master piece,

During world war 1 he had experience as g
secrct service agent in Russia. “Ashenden’ bassd
on this thrilled the readers with its story of espi.
onage. “When waris raging ... ........ there will
be secrets which one side jealously guards and
which the other will use every means to discover,
there will be men who from malice or for money
will betray their kith and kin and there will al-
ways be men who from love of adventure for a
a sense of duty will risk a shameful death to se-
cure information valuable to their Country”. It is
about such men that Maugham has written in
“Ashenden’’. Itis considered to be a brutal, cyni-
cal record of British espionage. It is of course a
spell-binding work of fiction.

“The moon and the Sixpence’’ was his anoth-
er beautiful and thrilling novel sketching the
colourful and moving steps of the South Seas
that followed Paul Gangin‘s life. Of all his nove-
Is only “Of Human Bondage™ remains more pop-
ular than the ’"Moon and ™ the Sixpence”. In 1930
he published the controversial book *“The Cakes
and the Ale”. |t Was a witty satirical barb aim-
ed at the London literary life. Critics accused
Maughm of having cruelly represented the fam-
ous and beloved author Thomas Hardy in his story

Later works like “Theater’, ‘'Christmas Holi-
day”, The Razor’s Edge'* etc. were all best sell-
ers and written on divergent themes. “1he Printed
Veil” is a master creation. A Woman married to
a Scientist in Hong Kong falls in love with an att-
ractive philanderer. When her husband discovers
the affair, he insists on her accompanying him up
on a dangerous mission to an area of the colony
infested by Cholera,  On that harsh pilgrimmage
of retribution she learns the difference between
illusion and reality. In the powarful novel Maughm
depicts once more the dilemmas and predicaments
of men and women who confuse love with
passion.

A STUDY OF SOMERSET MAUGHM



Maughm's short stories are world-widely
acclaimed. All his short stories are sharp
and varied in setting and mood. They are full of
ironical remarks and observations. It is true that
his stories resemble the stories written by Maupa-
ssantin technique. Even a specky and most sordid
subject is enough for their writings. They carefully
elaborate the point to a climax and anticlimax.His
collections of short stories include #/The Trembling
of a Leaf”, “The Mixture as Before", First Person
Singular’’, “East and West”. Among his most
successful stories are “The Human Element*,
*Mr: Know-all" and “Miss Thompson.” He will
be long remembered as a story writer of modern
times. He gave graceful shape lilting sweep, flou-
rish and realistic touch to his short stories.

Apart from these he wrote travelogues,
essays and criticisms. His travelogues include
“*On a Chinese Screen’’ and ~Don Fernands” Itis
said that the “’Summing Up” is his auto biography
Another auto-biographic note is the “Writer's
" Note-book.”

The qualities of Somerset Maughm as a writ-
er are not elusive. An innate dramatic sense
enabled him to write sound, solidly constructed
novels that conquered the minds of the readers.
His prose is clean and hard and is also marked
by a precision that is rare in contemporary writ-

ing.

“Itis my express wish that in awarding the
prizes, no considezation whatever shall be given
to the nationality of the candidates, so that the
most worthy shall receive the prize, whether he
be a Scandinavian or not” is a classic example of
his generosity and-broad mindedness, ...

Alfred Bernhard Nobel was bron in a Swed-

ish family on Octobet 21, /1833, as. the third son

a self-made man and ventured into many ' fields.”
He was a pauper at the time of Alfred’'s birth.

When his father gradually recoverad from
his financial bankruptcy, Alfred was sent abroad
for two years for study. He spent most of his
time during this period experimenting in chemi-
stry in the laboratories in Paris. His old father
had set up a small factory in Sweden to manufa-
cture chemical explosives, soan after his returp
from Russia following his business collapse.there.
At one stage when it occurred to him that he had
discovered a new type of gunpowder, he wanted
Alfred to veturn and fusther improve on it. Thus

Alfred stopped his studies abroad and joined his
father's factory but found his claim worthless.

However, he continusd to work there until 1859
when it again went bankrupt.

His father Immanuel Nobel, although without any
-formal schooling or other kind of education. was -

Alfred was one who never gave up his coura.
.ge and self-confidence in the face of calamities,
In 1847 ‘an lt3lian Scientist namely Ascario
Sebrero had  discovered nitreglycorino. At the

ed had been experimenting on nitroglycerine and
.he conducted the first explosion in 1862. I
. Qetaber next year, he secured a patent in Sweden
on his invention of precussion detonator known
~as"Nobel Lighter”. Soon after that a plant was
set up at Helenbarg near Stockholm for the com-
-mercial manufacture of nitroglycerine, But in
1864 when productipq ‘jus‘t started in full swing,
the whole factory was blown up in an explosion
leaving several people dead including his younger
brother Emil. . The father, unable to bear the
shock mentally and physically. lingered to death
in 1872, a broken-hearted man.

more courage and determination to pursue his

. experiments and entrepreneurship. ~ Within a
month he could organize a Swedish company for
manufacturing nitroglycerine of a less dangerous

forming joint stock companies, he travelled to

Nobel as a humanist :

A geneological study of Aifred Nobel would
reveal that the Nobels were somewhat an aristo-
cratic-family-of-that era-——Many—are loftin the

dark about the nationality of the Nobels as they
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lived in and out of Sweden. Records show that the
Nobels were descendants of Scendinavia farmers
who inhabited the southern parts of Sweden.
Although he was a Swede by all means, - his out-
look was vast enough to put his will in such a
way enabling the most deserving person from
any part of the globe to receive the Nobel prize,

Nobel did not long for publicity. He never
permitted anyone to have his photo or autograph.
No portrait of his could be painted when he was
alive; even the one portrait that gives us an idea,
how he looked like, was painted only after his
death. Despite his aristocratic family back-
ground, Nobel had experienced poverty during
his childhood but in his later years he amassed
wealth by virtue of his inventive talent. Hence
he never neglected the needy. All kinds of
people approached him for help in one form or
other. As he believed that inadequate help and
no help at all are not far apart, he was generous
to the really needy, particularly those engaged in
scientific research projects. Instead of accepting
the large fortune his mother left him when she
died, he distributed it to her friends and relations
as well as charitable organizations set up -after
her name.  One miserable aspect of Nobel’s life
was that aithough he became one of the richest
men of his time, he was never a happy man and
remained melancholic'and lonely without sincere
friends. According td> him real friends can be
found only among dogs. He died without any-
body near his bed-side except his French servants.
Most of his life was spent in laboratories con-
ducting experiments even forgetting to take his
meals, in railway compartments, steamship cabins
and hotels in course of his cross-country travels
10 promote and protect the commercial interests
of his inventions. In contrast to his brother
Ludvig who mingled with his workers like a social,
welfare oriented man, Alfred kept himself
aloof from them.

He never believed in any God and religion
as many mortals did, but was of the opinion that
religion had value only in so far as it expressed
its love for mankind in practical terms. His
natural inclination was less to honour the dead
who have no feelings and who must be insensible
to our marble tributes than to help the living who
suffer want. He cared more for the stomachs of

the living than the glory of the departed in the
form of monuments.

Nobel had at that time assests worth 31
million Swedish Krona. spread over nine count-
ries, which formed the fund.  The prize money
is tax free in the countries of the recipients. The
Nobel Foundation came into force 3% years after
his death.  The distribution of prizes, diplomas
and medals etc are held in Stockholm and in Oslo

on 10th December every year, the day on which
Nobel died.

India has been honoured twice by the Nobel
Foundation by the offer of Nobel Prize. Rabindra-
nath Tagore stands out as the first Indian who
received the Nobel Prize in 1913. His literary
work viz Gitanjali was sponsored by Thomas
Sturge Moore, a member of the Royal Society of
London. In 1930 the Nobel Prize for physics
was awarded to Dr. C. V, Raman for the pheno-
mena known as Raman effect.

How many of the 3000 odd million human
beings on this planet are to be wholly blamed
for their acts? Scientific interest in human
genetics began in the latter half of the nineteenth
century when Eugenicists, led by Francis Galton
took a fresh look at the science of building a super-
ior human race.

It was not until the utilization of new techni-
ques in the 1650’s that the correct number of
human chromosomes was established. It was in
1956 that Tjio and Levan carefully examined
the dividing cells from a number of human individu-
als and showed that normal complement of human
chromosomes was 46. 44 of the chromosomes
are autosomes, 22 pairs, one member of each pair
from each parent. The other two are sex-chromo-
somes. In the male, the two sex-chromosomes
differ. the larger one known as X and the smaller
one as Y. In the female they are alike, both X.

Chromosomal Abnormalities:

Improved techniques have brought an enormous
amount of information regarding chromosomal ab-
normalities. These abnormalities are responsible
for the existence of a large number of moral perverts
habitual criminals and insane or feeble - minded
persons in the world.

One in approximately 150 live-born children
has an obvious chromosomal abnormality. It is
not at all clear how an extra-chromosome produces
a specific set of characteristics. It has been sugg-
ested that the imbalance of many genes present in

——

the chromosomes produces alternations in a variety
of chemical processes which results in various

defects.

The first abnormality described was one which
had been predicted for many years before accurate
chromosome studies were available. Such an
association was showen by Lejeune in 1053 as
Down’s Syndrome (Mongolism), characterized by

" mental retardation, short stature, stubby hands and

feet. The Mongolian Idiots have an extra-chromo-
some, instead of two, No. £1 chromosome have
three. this situation is referred to as Trisomy. One
out of every 600 children born in United states
suffers this syndrome-

One well-known condition results from the
addition of one or more X chromosomes to the
XY. normal male, called Klinefelter’s Syndrome;
characterized by a defective development of
tests, resulting in sterility. They show a tend-
ency towards femaleness; such as enlarged
breasts and underdeveloped body hairs. Most
of these males are mentally retarded. The
above disease develops regardless of whether
one- XXY, two XXXY or three XXXXY. This
syndrome occurs in every 500 male births.

Criminals :

Occasionally we find some males having
“XXY'* sex chromosomes. They may be found
among the more violent cases in mental
hospitals. In 1965 Dr. Jacob examined about
315 patients. at the Security Hospital and the
State Hospital Lanarkshire, Scotland, 9 patients
were having an ‘XYY’ constitution. They showed
a criminal tendency.

‘Blue Baby’:

Sandburg and Koepf reported a case of
“xYY” male. He had an average intelligence
