completed.”” In other words, Capitalism
passes from “peaceful expansion to armed
struggle for the re-division of colonies and
spheres of influence’”’. War is thus repre-
sented as the inevitable result of gigantic
large-scale capitalism. Once capital reaches
the monopoly stage, it is impossible by any
means to avoid the era of imperialist war.

The accuracy of this analysis has been
illustrated by the history which preceded
the first world war, and later on, the second
world war.

Today, eventhough, wars of such
devastation and global consequences have
disappeared, imperialism still retains its
teeth. Now a days it isno longer a question
of colonial power dividing up the world’s
territories; if is, more than that, an agreement
in exploitation between the ‘“‘Nationalists’
represented by the bourgeois and the im-
perialists represented by big business inter-
ests. The actors and the stage havechanged;
but the drama temains the same.

This is amply demonstrated in Vietnam,
where the fight is not between a colonial
power, in the real sense of the word, and
the oppressed inhabitants of a colony. The
fight is between the National Liberation
Front, representing the Vietnamese working-
class, and south vietnamese military-fascist
clique, fully supported by the U. S. armed
power. Vietnam is the best example of the
old type of colonialism or imperialism,

The magnitude of the
United States of America’s economic state in
Latin America can only be understood when
we realize that the United States of America
virtually has a monopoly in most of the
raw materials produced in the Latin
American Countries. For example, in the
case of Peru it is bananas and in Chile it
is copper Generally these raw materials

form the back bone of the particular
country’s economy. This ‘one-base type’
of economy means that whoever controls
the functioning of that base can control
the whole economy and through it the
country. Therefore the first task of a
people’s governmet would be to free the
country from the chains.......... oo of
monoplies. This action would not only
free the country, but also by its very nature
create an economic crisis in that country
which checks the monopoly. Thus an
imperial power, in this case the united
Stated of America, cannot remain idle in
the face of such threats to its gconomic
prosperity; therefore it decides to interfere.
This interference varies from the Peace
corps to the Raupens. The first body acts
as an americanizing mechinery and its
influence can be very easily seen among the
students in the cosmopolitian cities of the
under-developed countries; this is especially
true of India.

And Dr. Allende will face the
same problem which President Tores (who
freed Regis Debray when he came to
power) in Bolivia faced; military coup.

They put the
first artificial satellite, ‘Sputnik-I’ into
earth’s orbit In the same year ‘Sputnik-II’
went into space carrying a dog. The
impact of these achievements on the
civilized world was immeasurable. The
score of Russian triumphs pulled America
also into space. In January 1958, the
first American satellite, *Explorer-I’ orbited
the earth. But the Russians kept their lead
for many years. In 1959 Russia launched
‘Lunik-TIV’ into moon’s orbit. It radioed
back to earth the first photographs of the
far side of the moon. In 1961, Russia
recorded a historic first when Yuri Gagarin
orbited the earth in a satellite ‘Vostok-I’.
In the same year Russia sent Valenteng

Man and Photography '

There is, perhaps, no level of human
activity untouched by photography. The
idea of photography-the science and art of
forming and fixing of an image on a film-
is very old. The origin of photography
dates back to Leonardo da Vinci, who
described the first pinhole camera. Della
Porta, another physicist independently
constructed a camera called ‘Obscura’.
Obscura was used fo sketch pictures and
portraits by tracing, but was incapable of
-making permanent pictures. Because at
that time plates or films were beyond the

ken of chemistry.

In 1727, J. H. Schulze discovered the
darkening effect of light on silver salts.
Thus the development of light-sensitive
surfaces stemmed from the fact that light
causes darkening of silvar salts.. In 1822,
Joseph Nicephore produced the first photo-
graph. If showed the courtyard of his
country house. World’s earliest aeiial
photo was faken in 1858 by Felix. The
work of Daguerre, Draper and a host of
others vastly improved the methods of
taking photographs. In 1884 Eastman
produced the first roll film. The introduct-

ion of roll film freed the photographer from
a number of difficulties. Colour photogra-

phy used by Lippman in 1891 became a

pratical reality in 1935, Colour photo-
ﬁ)_‘"_:

graphy has almost given a new fwist to
photograph)“ .
Photography has wielded great influe-
nce on man and science. Phqtography
started as a hobby. It became imporfant
as a means of preserving a record of events.
Besides being a hobby, photography has
been an inevitable aid in medicine. The
discovery of ultra-violet rays, infra-red
spectrum and X-rays is an offshoot of
photography. Infra-red photography and
X-rays have gone a long way in boosting
research in medical science. The part
played by photography in the field of
astronomy is beyond expression. One
cannot cease to marvel at the 1ole of
photography in gathering information
regarding size and shape of the moon. In
the industrial sphere also photography has P
been of immense value. Because photo-
graphy has improved the methods of
advertising. Right now, the use :
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of Malayalam language and Cheena-Barani
(jars), Cheena-kuda (umbrella), Cheen-
Catty, (pans) and Cheena-wala (nets) CtC
are house-hold words in Kerala.

It was through the Roman trade-route
that St. Thonias reached Cranganore and
preached Christanity here.

Kerala can claim many firsts in Indian
bistory, the first synagogue, the first church
and the first mosque.  Again the first
modern European seftlement in India was
in Kerala; as everystudent of history knows.
Vasco-Da-Gama in his search for a new

route to India landed in Qalicut in 1498
and the Portuguese established a trading

station here.

states of India. The Christians who .form
over 209 of the population are the biggest
minority communiiy and the Muslims come
next. At the time when the Portl.lgl.lese
came fo India the populaiion of Christians
in Cenfral Kerala was quite considerable,
and European writers have recorded with
surprise the warm fraternal feelings that
existed between the Christians and the
Hindus, and the complete absence of any
communal disharmony. ~ Much the same
may be said of Hindu-Muslim relations in
Kerala, the only mentionable exception
being the Moplah riots of the early twenties;
but the Moplah Rebellion is now reco gnised
by all as having been an agrarian uprising
against feudalism and all its shackles. Thus
Kerala may well be faken as an example
for other states in the matter of communal
harmony and goodwill and this is probably
its greatest cultural heritage; a heritage
which we should produly cherish and
nature as our fore-fathers had done in the
days of yore. ‘

Ancient Mediterranean writers have
recorded the existence of flourishing
commerce between Kerala and the Roman
Empire. = Musiris (Cranganore) was the
mosf important emporium of foreign trade
at that time. The city was an international
porf and the Romans, Ehyptians, Persians
and Chinese had settlements in the city.

Roman currency was legal tender in Kerala
and hoards of gold coins bearing the heads
of Roman Emperors have been discovered
in several parts of the state.
