CANCER

Man is afraid of Cancer. But dose he
realize what it is-The Cancer. Is it a disease?
Is it contagious? Whether it could be cured?
The modern scientific advancements is only
making a break through to all aspects
regarding Cancer.

Our body is made of millions and trillions
of minute units called cells, It is not justan
heap of cells. A group of cells form functional
units called organs and ditferent organs in
proper arrangement makes a normal human
being. From birth to the entire life span of
a man the controlled growth constitute a

a normal and balanced division of cells,

thereby increasing size Suppose a cut occurs
in the hand, toungue or any part of the body.
The adjacent cells of cut the area would then
divide and clear up the wound. Some time
later the division stops and normally main-
tained. In Cancer, a change occur in the
normally dividing cells. It goes mad and
does not obey normal patterns of division
and multiply indefinitely. This abnormal trans-
formation may be due to physical agencies
like X-rays, ultra violet rays from the sun
sun or some chemical substances. Once the
cell attains a cancerous state all its normal
functions ceases except division. The energy
required for this augmented division is drained
from other parts of the bedy leading to a
fatal collapse.

Do you think it is an ugly affair on
the part of the cell? Can we avoid it?-to
some extent, yes. For example the lung
cancer, most common among cigerette
smokers. When a cigerette is lighted the
nicotine present in tobacco combines with
carbon dioxide to form Nickel Carbonyl. In
lungs Nickel Carbonyl hinders the destruction
of 3 metabolic chemical byproduct, Benzy-

pyrene, which is a powerful carcinogen
(cancer prodcuing chemical compound). In the
long, run the increased amount of Benzy-
pyrene results in cancer.

In lukemia or Blood cancer the number
of white blood corpuscles increase. It inter-
feres with the normal functions of the blood
like oxygen transport, temperature regulatiqn
and more seriously the level of glucose In
the blood. Cancer cells utilize abnormally
large amounts of glucose, which is the
immediate energy liberating substance. In the
final stages blood flow is hindered and
death results.

A clear cut remedy for the treatment of
Cancer has not yet made out although
conventional radiation treatment wherein
cancerous cells are destroyed using radiation
is usually carried out; the reason being the
lack of sufficient knowledge regarding the
actual cause of cancer. Latest version is the
canceroid - cell theory, which emphasizes
that all cells are in competance to cancer.
Chromosomes, which are chemically Deoxy-
ribonucleic acid (DNA), present in cells
control all activities including division. Like
the compartments of a train the DNA is
functionally segmented. Each segment or a
gene control a specific function. In cancer
external or internal factors interfere with the
normal divisional gene resulting in the trans-
formation to a cancerous state,

Some time back, scientists took viruses
to be the main cause of cancer. The inte-
gration of viroid DNA in normal human cells
and 1ts continuity down the generations were
also put forward. To some extent the role
of virus may be true, since interferons (which
are produced against viral activity) was found



to be effective in checking some kinds of
cancerous growths However DNA of some
cancerous cells showed virus- related sequ-
ences that are not found in the normal
human cell.

A child born in Sweden some years back
showed an amazing increase in size It was
found that all cells of his body multiplied
without any check or balance. Within two
months he died unable to cope with the
energy drain. All types of cancers are like
this. Now.a-days scientists are sorting out
defenite requirements of cancerous cells. By
destroying these requirements using various
drugs a possible check could be made out.
For example, cancer cells require large amounts

Sensation
gets distorted, streams of fantastic images
of plasticity and vividness may accompany an
iniense kaleidoscopic play of colours.

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INDIA’S HERITAGE - A FACET

Intrigued by the] startling similarities In
modern science and Indian mysticism, many
a western scientist have, of late, undertaken
intensive research in ancient vedas and
scriptures, in a bid to unravel the pheno-
menon.

Once a student asked the eminent nuclear
Physicist, Robert J. Oppenheimer about the
position of an electron. He said, “If we ask
whether the the position of an electron
remains the same, we must say ‘no’ if we
ask whether the electron is at rest, we must
say 'no’; if we ask whether it is in motion,
we must say "'no,” Oppenheimer’s words thus
seem 1o echo the words of the Upanishads.

“It moves. It moves not

It is far and it is near

It is within all this

And it is outside all ‘this”.

Perhaps the most interesting and thought
provoking book on eastern mysticism and
modern physics is by Fritjof Capra, an English

scientist researching on high energy particle
physics. But what led him to write his

book. “The Tao of Physics’’ is more inter-
esting and rather strange. In his own words,

“| was sitting by the ocean one late
summer afternoon,watching the waves rolling
in and feeling the rhythm of my breathing,
when | suddenly became aware of my whole
environment as being engaged in a gigantic
cosmic dance, Being a scientist | knew that
sand, rocks, water and air around me were
made up of vibrating molecules or atoms
and | knew of the constant bombardment
of cosmic ray Particles of high energy.
But until that moment | had only experienced
it through graphs and diagrams. As | sat there,
iy former experiences came to life, | saw
cascades of energy coming down, particles
being treated and destroyed. | *‘saw’’ atoms
participate in the cosmic dance. | ‘felt’ its
fhythim and | ‘heard’ its sound and that
moment | knew that this was the dance

STRAINGERS IN THE NIGHT

In the life of the Wild Sijk
moth (Antherea Polyphemus),
three A. M. is a fateful hour,
About that time, the female,
recumbent on a leaf, extends
the tip of her abdomen and
exposes @ gland that releases

Pheromones into the night air,

where Male Moths are flying
about.

The male’'s antennae are
covered with some fifty thou-
sand tiny hairs, each of which
is dotted with pores — tiny
tunnels only one hundred
angstroms wide that lead
straight to a nerve cell con-
cealed with in each hair. When
a molecule of the female’s Sex
Pheromone drifts down one of
the pores. it triggers a signal
in the nerve cell that helps
the male steer toward his mate-
to-be. The insects couple; the
female lays her egg and both
male and female are dead in
a week.

The male Moth's talent for
tracking females has received
considerable attention. But
what Kkeeps its antennae
from becomming clogged with
pheromone, in which case the
moth could no longer follow
the scent? Using radio active
tagging and staining tech-
niques, Richard Vogt and Lynn
Riddiford, of the University of
Washington, Seattle, believe
they have discovered three
Complex Compounds that help
prevent clogging.

The pheromone molecule
is a Sixteen - Carbon Chain
with a tail or acetate ester.
this compound locks into the
nerve membrane’s receptor and
triggers the impulse. The
researchers raport in Nature that
a binding protein (which they
have discovered in large quan-
tities in the fluid that bathes
the nerve cells may some how
dislodge a pheromone) mole-
cule from the cells membrane
and clasp. it-keeping it from

locking into a membrane
receptor again. Then an
esterase (an enzyme that clea-
ves an ester group) chops
off the pheromone moiecule’s
acetate tail, without which the
molecule is deactivate.

This particular binding
protein and enzyme is system
found only in male antennae.
But they have discovered
a second kind of esterase,
scattered ou the bodies of
bothmale and female moths.
The researchers think  this

enzyme dismantles any stray
pheromone that gets on to
the moths.

If males did not have such
protection they soon would be
trailing a cloud of Pheromone
and would be courted by
other males. And without the
enzyme, females wouid have
not way of shutting off the
mating call, long after they
had settledown, they would
still be besieged by gentieman

STUNS THE WORLD

AWAVE of euphoria swept Lord’'s as

India achieved the improbable and
added a new page to cricket history
by beating the West Indies in the
World Cup final. India, dismissed as
novices without the basic allround
skills to win such a competition, is the

champion of the world in limited overs
cricket.

There has been no year in Indian cricket
as significant as this one apart from 1971
when wins, as unexpected as this, were achieved

in two Test series. It was in any case the
improbable that India achieved.

Crack’s had developed in the West Indian
squad but not so many that it could be tested
on such an occasion as a World Cup final.
And what a team effort that took to create a
saga and to dispel theories about strengths
and weaknesses What a victory it must be
to score only 183 and yet win by 43 in a

match that was not notable for great batting.

Nervy bunch: The scenario would have
been the same anyway whether Lloyd put
India in or chose to bat, for India had already
decided that its best chance lay in opting to
bat if the toss was won. On a day on which
no batsmen save Srikkanth and Vivian Richards
defied the average poor standards, Indian
bowling rose to the occasion to squeeza every

bit out of t he nervy methods of the West Indian
batsmen.

It took a lot more than good line and
length to fashion such a spectacular win. It
was the kind of day on which the ball did
seam around off a solid batting wicket.
Batting had to be as solid as it was attack-
ing and whereas the Indians got past the
early period of pressure and collapsed later,
the West Indies did not promise to
prosper at any stage of its innings except for

when Richards was in and made a mockery of
the bowing.



Madan Lal shows the way: The credit
lies with Madan Lal who showed the first signs
that the battle could be fought despite the
state India was in when the West Indies was 50
for one. The transformation was as stunning
as it was complete when Madan Lal chipped
in with three wickets in four overs, Lloyd:
hamstrung by a groin injury, played a poor
shot at Binny.

At atime when it looked as if Dujon and
Marshall could still take the game away by
methods that ranged from the streaky to the
solidly struck stroke, Kapil gambled by
bringing Mohinder Amarnath on from the
Nursery end. With a spell of six overs from
there, Mohinder bagged three wickets and the
celebration time had been brouht forward.

All things fell in a slot for India with
West Indian overconfidence , bringing a few
gift wickets and Indian bowling and catching
cashing in on the openings in professional
style. Otherwise, it would have hardly have
been justice for batsmen like Srikkanth and
Mohinder Amarnath who strove to justify the
optimism with which fndia came into this final.

Controlled aggression : Accused of
immaturity at various times in his short career,
Srikkanth proved what controlled aggression
could achieve even against a bowler like Joel
Garner who really was getting them up from
a length, seaming substantially and also
proving so disconcerting to Gavaskar, Srikkanth
played all his positive strokes with panache,
the pulls, the flicks and the drives. It took
a pacey incutter to have him playing too
early in over-anticipation.

Mohinder progressed in a solid way
looking for the safe runs and tiding over the
difficult period when the ball was new. This
amount of seam movement can be expected
at Lord's but the way the West Indies shaped
it looked as if the match was being played
on a stark turner.

The Indian batting that followed after
Srikkanth and Mohinder was too reckless to
merit detailed description. Yashpal, Kapil,
Kriti Azad, Patil and Binny contributed to
their own downfall leaving the side so vulner-
able that the full quota of 60 overs went
unutilised.

A vyear later Michaelangelo joined the schoo|

- of sculpture which Lorenzo de’ Medicci, had

established in his Palace gardens at Florence.
There, amid a famous collection of old Greek
and Roman sculpture, Michaselangelo began
to work, soon he was asked to live in the
Palace and continue his work. Four years
after Lorenzo’s death Michaelangelo was in
Rome making progress with sculpture, the
art he loved best. The “Pieta”, his statue
of the Virigin Mary holding the body of
Christ, was carved during his stay there, and
his fame spread so rapidly that the young
sculpture was recalled to Florence.

There at the age 26 he retired into a
workshop built around an 18 ft. marble block
which had been discarded as useless after
being mutilated by other ' sculptors. When
he removed the covering two years later,
the artistic world gasped, for out of that
Marble block he had created his huge figure
of “DAVID"” — one of the word’'s greatest
works of sculpture.

The year 1505 found Michaelangelo
again in Rome, this time at the request
of Pope Julius Il who wished the young
genius to design for him atomb. The un-
timely death of the Pope and the difference
in opinion that was prevalent, left his plan

" of a magnificient threestoried tomb represent-

ing art and victory incomplete. Among the
few  figures he did complete were the
magestic "Moses” and the figures of the
“Slaves” that are now in the Louvre. By

common consent these rank among the

supreme triumphs of sculptured art. With
them are the figures of “Dawn and Dusk"”,
“Night and Day” and the portrait statues

that Michaelangelo carved for the Medical
monument.

More than 20 years after he painted
the ceiling of the Sistine chapel Michael-
angelo began hisenormous “’Last Judgemet’’,
60 Ft. in height on the wall of the same
chapel behind the altar. It contains over 100
figures of more than life-size. In its vast prop-
ortions, technical excellence, and daring con-
eption, it is a fitting companion for the ceiling
paintings. Completed in 1541, it has been

called the most famous single picture in
the world.

Besides these, Michaelangelo left master-
pieces . in ‘other flelds too. He designed the
fortification of the city of Florence in the
1527. He also left us the greatest archi-
tectural achievement of the Italian Renaiss-
ance, 'The Dome of St. Petei's’ in Romoa
designed at the special  request of Pope
Paul' 1 during his last years. Even after
all these great accomplishments, his thirst

for perfection left him 3 puzzied man during
his last days.

The long awaited day, Feb 19, dawned.
W boarded the ship, ‘Bharat Seema, at
.45 p. M. At 4-30p.m., the ship raised
anchor and thgs began our voyage towards
Laccadives, which was the site of our study
tour.

At about 6-30 p.m., we witnessed one
of the most beautiful sights of nature; the
«ky on the western horizan turned red in
colour as the sun began its slow descent
into the welcoming arms of the ocean and
darkness crept over,

We spotted land at dawn. The first
sight of our destination was exhitirating-
'The Mincoy lIsland’, a collection ground of
rare species of shelis and other treasures
of the ocean. Three boats set off trom the
island towards us and was soon alongside
the ship, We were 'transferred into them,
As we moved near, we were able to see
that the island was shaped like a horse -
shoe- enclossing a beautiful lagoon.

From the jetty, we set “out towards the

C M F R C unit and from there to the Satellite
Earth station, the only source of communi-
cation for the inhabitants of the island. From
there we left for a place called Charbathi,

Ffepl'esentatives of all invertibrate phyla and
fishes were available there in large numbers.
The beach was formed of coral rocks with
large varieties of corals at different stages
of growth on it. We were able to collect
many samples necessary for our study. We
visited the Minicoy light house. After lunch,
we visited the village of Minicoy. The houses

- were made mostly from coral stones.
The natives were a curious lot. Their
language is known as ‘Mahal’. We boarded

our ship again late in the afternoon and set
for Kav atti

We reached Kavaratti the next day, at
6-30 a.m. We had our breskfast on the
ship itself and set out to explore the
island. We took a bus towards the Fisheries
office and visited the ‘Marine Museum’
where we were taken about in batches of
five in a boat with a transparent hull. We
were able to view varieties of corals and a
large number of fishes through the trans-
parent hull. The sight seeing trip came to
on end by 7-30 prm. and we were back in
the ship.

That night, we had a cultural programme
on the ship. We reached Cochin the next
day at 10-30 a. m.

“specialised techniques for the reorganisation
of society.

. Governments-both local and central—
have tried through a number of ways to
“solve this problem.

They have
the food for work and the dole, And
have tried through the standardisation
ucation and transportation to promote
ng of kinship but have failed badly
so, it is for groups of independent
ituals to think of ways to put this
i society back on the tracks.

t us first, however. begin at the
g and examine the problems faced
ty. It is aknown fact that every
y has a parallel economy running
‘with it. In some cases, as in India
rallel economy is much larger than

the main economy. This parallel economy
with all its black money, grows with every
increase in the cost of goods and services.
However, very few people have access to
this great hoard of wealth. And since we
are a democratic country every person should
have a share in its bonanza - this includes
the common man. The source of this evil
is industrialisation. Or to put it in the words
of Gandhiji, “'The fact is that this industrial
civilization is a disease because it is all evil
Industrilization causes the problems of urbani-
zation, crime, power shortage, destruction of
the environment, pollution, drug and alcohol
abuse, growth of slavery and the destruction

of heritage as can be seen from the following
analysis.

1. Urbanisation. Urbanisation is a direct
result of Industrialisation, for we all know
that industries always like to stay close
together and form cities. Our half a dozen.
modern cities are only excrescences and serve

the evil purpose of draining the life blood
out of the villages. The British exploited
India for the cities and - today the city

‘4. Destruction of Environment._ We cut
down every single tree Possible, for some
industry. We dig big holes in the earth to
get some mineral-again tor some industry_
We fight wars and so destroy life-sti again
for an industry. And what do all these
industries do? They pretend to give you a
better life but in actual fact they pollute
our environment.

5. Pollution. Industries poliute the eco-
system in a number of ways: noise, air,
water, land, nuclear etc. A massive change
has taken place from the 18th century when
there was almost no pollution to today when
the only non-polluted place is the great fresh
water reserve of Antarctica. But if we go on
at this rate even that will not Jast long.
Industries have been burning fuel and sO
increasing the concentration of carbon dioxide
in the atmosphere. And because of this
the green house effect has started. The
temperature and climate of the  earth is

changing. All we can hope for now is that -

8. Destruction of Heritage. Consider oy
rich cultural heritage, What is left of it in
our cities? The city dweller doesn‘t know
one classical dance from another, He plunders
an old temple to put a part of it in hjg
drawing room, The industries, by their
mass production, kick out the local craftsman
from his job, forcing him to lose his craft,
individuality, and talent; to be chained to
some dumb machine day in and day out.

But merely telling the industrialist not to
open new industries and to close old ones,
will not help very much because their avo-

‘cation makes them pachydermic and they

will not pay any heed to what the public
want. If we wish to move from mass produc-
tion to productions by the masses, these
industrialists must be forced to close down,

And this can only be done by kinship,
People of all castes, communities, creeds.
complexions, religions, walks of life must
mix with their fellow brothers and sisters and
must feel a sense of fulfilment by marching,
shouting, singing and dancing together. - They
must exercise so that when they ara involved
in ‘‘ego-manufactured, comforting situations

of .any kind the actual reality of the naked-

ness of mind and the colourful aspect of
emotions will wake them up, possibily in a
very violent way, as a sudden accident or
sudden chaos.”

The Spiritual
Sterility, of modern consciousness, suggests
the misery - of modern man who isout of
tune for religious values; like faith, hope and
charity. Spiritual, sterility, is, the malaise
of modern consciousness.

The accelerating advance of history affirms
four ostensible stages in religious evolution.
They are First, the stage of religious ene-
mity, Second, the stage of religious tolerance-
Third, that of religious dialogue and, Fourth
that of religious complimentality. Modern
age is a confluence of all the four stage and
contemporary man is therefore both a bene-
ficiary and a victim, of, this complex reli-
gious culture, An inverse porportionality of
values is the bane of this complex culture.
For we give to Caesar more than what belongs
to Caesar, and to God, less than what belongs

to God.

The Spiritual Sterility of modern con-
sciourness is a paradox of Indian culture.

There have been cases of denigration of
religious experience as the eftect of some
drugs or as the work of the devil, Researches
inthe field of post-religious experienceé—
conditions testify, the fact that such cases
are not pathological. Instead, religious €x
perience results in the deepening of life and
a marked increase of joy in the personality.
Religion brings about a wonderful trans-
formation in the faithful. It inspires them
to erect magnificent places of worship,
write sacred books, compose devotional
music, and promote religious festivals. Itis
the religious zeal that encourages them 10
found congregations and societies for the
apostolate of the poor, the ignorant and the
sick, It persuades the faignful 10 bear

witness to the truth in the various milieux
even endows them with the

strengtlh to win the palm of martyrdom. There
may not be other empirical evidences fo-
man‘s communion with God. But the Spirit
tual transformation in his life is self-explan-
atory. Therefore religion is relevant 10
human- nature.

The relevance of religion makes faith the
panacea for the Spiritual Sterility of modern
consciousness. It is faith in perfection that
opens the possibility of a Spiritual rebiith.
A life rooted in faith flourishes in hope and
charity, “'Seek ye the Kingdom of God and
its justice, and all other things shall be
added to Thee'. says the Bible. Dylon

Thomas, a poet of modern conaciousness
describes the vocation of man :

“Do not go gentle into that night
