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INTERNATIONAL YOUTH YEAR

The General Assembly of the United Nations,

in its resolution 34/151 of Jan. 1980 decided
to declare 1885 as the International Youth
year to focus world-wide attention on issues of
interest of young people, their, aspirations pro-
blems, and concerns. The three themes chosen
for the occasion ' are PARTICIPATION, DEVE-
LOPMENT AND PEACE. For a proper celebration
of the Youth Year, it is necessary to have a
correct understanding of the three themes. The
Regional preparatory Meeting for 1YY held at
Bangkok from 26-30 July 1983 developed the
three themes as follows.

i. Participation. Participation means taking an
active part, sharing in common with others, being
included in a decision-making process and

so as a member of a social.group.

assuming responsibility for those decisions and
for putting them into effect. Participation also
implies that a person is recognized as potentially
able to judge and decide on matters concerning
his or her life and is given the: opportunity to do

It further

implies that a person is aware of this opportunity

"and has the possibility of taking advantage of

it. Participation in society can take a variety of
forms such 'as participation

in public life

in production

in social change and ‘

in ‘development; which are-all central 10

democracy.
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Participation by the young people in these
areas is not to be limited to a small group, it
must be extended to people from the lower
social strata. It should take place at the grass-
roots level and fully involve young people-
Only then can the young people learn to parti-
cipate and, learn to become active and productlve

citizens.

2. Development. Development does not mean

only economic growth. It has a broader meaning.
True development takes place only wheri the
urban and rural population receives a fair share
of economic growth. A progressive reduction
and elimination of malnutrition, disease, illiteracy,
unemployment, inequality and other symptoms
of poverty are essential aspects of development.

A focus on greater social justice, equitable
distribution of income and services, emphasis
on intergated rural development, opportunities
for employment and fulfilment for all people,
and concern for the quality of life and the
values that make life worth living would
enhance the role. of youth in society.

Developmeut to be meaningful must not
only provide the low-income peaple with

the basic materials - needed, but also with

the opportunities to advance and to share in the
determination of their own future. This calls for
a fundamental restructuring of the world econo-
mic order with the aim of making the developing
countries more self-reliant. This implies wide
ranging economic and social changes within all
countries and in relations a mong States. Such
changes must relyto a great extent on young
people, who in the society are the most ready to

bring about the necessary transformations to
build a better future.

3. Peace. Peace is an essential prerequisita
of life itself and for the future of youth and of
mankind. This is so because we live in the cons-
tant threat of atomic war. Armed conflicts, the
arms race and other obstacles to international and
regional peace and security have a negative
effect on the development process. Young
people, who have a major stake in the future, can
be instrumental in the ‘achievement of interna-
tional peace goals. This requires that they be
educated in the spirit of peace and of humanism,
friendship, mutual understanding and co-opera-
tion.

A mere understanding of the above mentio-
ned themes does not suffice to celebrate well,
the Youth Year. Programmes must be drawn up
with a view to implementing what has been spo-
ken of in the three themes. A specific programme
of measures and activities to be undertaken at the
local, national and regional levels within the
framework of the preparation for and the
celebration of 1YY was prepared in the Regional
Preparatory Meeting for the IYY, in July 1983

While the armaments industry still maintains
its positions as the educated economics golden
goose, two new major growth points have appe-
ared in the form of bio technology and micro
electronics. Bio technology’s future has already
received its first critical brick bat. The citizen at
the unwelcome end of these technological futu-
res has little choice but to educate himself about
the nature of these impending oppressions,
which are clearly intended to harass the conditi-
ons of his survival and additionally to outrage
his mind, in so far, as they seek to reduce it
operationally to the bland patterns of a digital
computer programme. Electronic illusions is
basically a review of the impact of computer
technology on society in general.

Itis better to consider a computer as a tool
that has evolved through the history of man 1o
meet his needs in computing. Hence a computer
is not to be thought of as an invention or discov-

ery but as a tool that has evolved to meet specific
requirements of man in his progress thus by at
first getting the illiterate to appreciate the wide
spectrum of current computer applications, the
history will be in the nature of training the
growth of the computing needs of man and the
devices and tools that evolved to meet these
needs. This will ultimately lead to the better
understanding of the great diversity of computers
that exist today. Especially for us here in
developing country like India. It is essential for
us to put the needs before the tool, if not we
will trend to transport tool from developed
countries and then an attempt to find a need for
it is our content! A real problem arises when the
need, for which the tool was created, does not
exist at presest in the country while numerous
other needs do exist. Hence ingenuity and
creativity are required to effectively identify and
utilize the tool to meet specific and immediate

needs.

Men have become the tools of their tools!
This statement was made with regard to the
industrial Revolution, When machines were
exploited to introduce assembly lines and mass
production and man was in some cases convert-
ed to a mechanical Robot performing routine,
repetitive and mundane tasks. The computer,
being a far more flexible and powerful tool than
conventional machines has greater potentiai to
relegate man to routine insignifiance tasks if
misused. Hence, this emphasize on a ‘need
driven’ approach to computers, so that their
power and potential may be effectively harnessed
for mans benefit-and not to make him a slave.

We are living in an age that sociologists
have called the computer Revolution, like any
revolution it is wide spread, all pervasive and
will have a lasting impact on society. It is a
fundamental to our social order as the industrial
revolution was in the 19th century, where as the
industrial  revolution was essentially the
augmentation of man's physical power, the
computer revolution is the augmentation of man’s
mental powers to a large extent. This is bound
to offect the thinking pattern and life style of
every individual.

We in India have not been affected to a
very great degree as yet by computers. But
computers like electriciy will become indispensa-
ble.

The mysterious and deadly disease called AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficience
Syndrome) may be the Public Threat of the century; which destroys the body’'s immuny
system, has killed nearly 1,600 Americans in the last two years.

AIDS began in the homosexual communities and drug addicts of New York,
San Francisco, and Los Angeles. They might not admit it because those things are
taboo in our society. This deadly disease spreading through the country, wasting
the bodies of victims and may soon move into other population at large. Now it
has spread to 35 states of United America_and 16 other foreign countries including
France, Germany and Denmark. AIDS seems to be moving into intravenous drug
users of both sexes; homosexual men and more recently heterosexuals and children

and routine blood transfusion recipients. The scientists say “We are observing the
evolution of a new Disease”. ~

The first case was reported in 1981, when an American Modeling Man arrived
at the emergency room of New York Medical Center with a severe infections in his
throat that almost completely blocked his oesophagus. The patient, a homosexual
had also suffered a drastic weight loss. The growth of the unchecked white curd
like fungus suggested 3 break - down of the man‘s natural defenses. The patient also
developed serious lung inflammation and increasing shortness of breath. All the
new cases for the diagnosis were young, previously healthy homosexuals. Most of
the AIDS patients gradually wasted away and died of multiple infections. AIDS
showed symptoms of PCP (Pneumocystis carnii pneumonia), a parasitic lung infection
in some cases Kaposi‘s Sarcoma, a rare and mild skin cancer (KS), others havé
hepatitis B, a liver disorder caused by a.virus. AIDS victims have no effect for
the drugs, to suppress the above deadly diseases.
